To celebrate the LFWI Centenary, we have arranged a very special holiday primarily 
to visit the magnificent V&A museum in Dundee. 
 

The first ever dedicated design museum in Scotland and the only other V&A 
museum anywhere in the world outside London, V&A Dundee provides a place of 
inspiration, discovery and learning through its mission to enrich lives through 
design.   You can explore Scotland's design heritage – its past, present and future as 
it presents the brilliance of Scottish creativity and the best of design from around 
the world.  
 

Hotel:  The Angus Hotel, Blairgowrie where we will have 3 nights dinner, bed and 
breakfast. It has an indoor pool, lift to all rooms, bar and restaurant and is situated 
on the charming Wellmeadow Green in the town centre. The hotel is approximately  
40 mins drive northwest of Dundee. 
 

Day 1: We will travel to Blairgowrie where we will settle into the Angus Hotel, our 
base for the 3 nights. There will be comfort breaks and a lunch stop at Moffat Mill. 
 

Day 2: Our coach will take us to Dundee for the highlight of our holiday – the V&A 
museum. Entry is free but there are charges for any special exhibitions. You will be 
able to spend as much time in the museum as you like, and the rest of the day is at 
your leisure to explore the city. 
 

Day 3: Our coach will take us to Balmoral Castle & Crathie Kirk, included in the cost. 
 

Day 4: We leave Blairgowrie after breakfast for our journey home again with 
comfort breaks and lunch stop.
