New Business:
A. Mayor Backman hearing no objection, tabled the review of the Rental Agreement with the UMWA for the Town Offices located at 32 Conroy st, Diamondville, WY 83116 due to Rental Agreement not yet available for review.
B. Mayor Backman opened the one sealed bid received for the purchase of a new police vehicle. Following review and consideration of the bid, Councilmember Clark motioned to approve the bid submitted by Young Dodge Layton in the amount of $67,192.57 for a new 2026 Dodge Durango Pursuit, including upfitting, for the Diamondville Police Department. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Sloan. All councilmembers voted aye. Motion carried.
C. Councilmember Petersen motioned to approve Resolution 2026-05 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A POLICY FOR PAYMENT OF DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (DOT) PHYSICAL EXAMINATION EXPENSES FOR EMPLOYEES HOLDING COMMERICIAL DRIVER’S LICENSES (CDL) AND INCORPORATING SAID POLICY INTO THE TOWN OF DIAMONDVILLE EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK, the motion was seconded by Councilmember Sloan, All councilmembers voted aye, motion carried.
D. The governing body reviewed the flyer for Spring Clean up and discussed the parameters of the Spring Clean up for the Town.
E. The governing body reviewed Title 2 of the Town of Diamondville Ordinances and, following discussion, directed that the proposed updates and revisions discussed be drafted into ordinance form for further consideration.
F. Mike Hunzie – a resident in attendance – asked questions regarding the garbage rate increase. Councilmember Sloan motioned to increase the current Garbage rates of $95.16 for a 100 gallon garbage can and $159.12 for a 300 gallon garbage can by 5% for the upcoming fiscal year to $99.92 for a 100 gallon garbage can and $167.07 for a 300 gallon garbage can, seconded by Councilmember Petersen, all voted aye, motion carried
G. The governing body discussed capital improvement projects for the Diamondville Car Wash, After review the governing body decided to add the capital improvement projects of the Roof Repair estimated at $37,500 and New garage door openers at an estimated $19,200 to the Fiscal Year Budget for 2026-2027
H. The governing body reviewed the proposed Fiscal Year 2026–2027 Budget and, following discussion, approved a proposed increase to the Clerk/Treasurer annual salary from $62,400.00 to $72,800.00. The proposed budget will move forward to ordinance for further consideration into ordinance.
I. Mayor Backman appointed Councilmember Nicole Petersen as Mayor pro Tem, hearing no objection, Councilmember Nicole Petersen was elected as Mayor pro Tem. Previous Councilmember Robert Sawaya will be removed from all Town of Diamondville Banking Accounts and replaced with Councilmember and Mayor Pro Tem Nicole Petersen.
J. Councilmember Sloan motioned to approve advertising for the vacant Town Council Seat expiring December 31, 2026, seconded by Councilmember Petersen, all voted aye motion carried.
