MEMORIAL DAY HISTORY
Memorial Day, as Decoration Day gradually came 
to be known, originally honored only those lost 
while fighting in the Civil War. But during World 
War I the United States found itself embroiled in 
another major conflict, and the holiday evolved to 
commemorate American military personnel who 
died in all wars.
For decades, Memorial Day continued to be ob-
served on May 30, the date Logan had selected for 
the first Decoration Day. But in 1968 Congress 
passed the Uniform Monday Holiday Act, which 
established Memorial Day as the last Monday in 
May in order to create a three-day weekend for fed-
eral employees; the change went into effect in 1971. 
The same law also declared Memorial Day a federal 
holiday. Memorial Day 2017 occurs on May 29; Me-
morial Day 2018 falls on May 28.

MEMORIAL DAY TRADITIONS
Cities and towns across the United States host Me-
morial Day parades each year, often incorporating 
military personnel and members of veterans’ or-

ganizations. Some of the 
largest parades take place 
in Chicago, New York 
and Washington, D.C.

Americans also observe 
Memorial Day by visiting 
cemeteries and memo-
rials. On a less somber 
note, many people take 
weekend trips or throw 

parties and barbecues on the holiday, perhaps  
because it unofficially marks the beginning  
of summer.

COMMANDER’S NOTE
It is true that we take full advantage of this holiday 
for barbecues, parties, trips and there is nothing 
wrong with this. Those willing to serve in the armed 
forces are doing so in part because of the desire to 
ensure that Americans can enjoy their freedom. I
