Commander’s Note:

I was glad to come across this article because I have
for the longest time placed an apostrophe in Veter-
ans Day. I was wrong and this article sets the record
straight. I hope you enjoy it. It was derived from the

A lot of people think it’s “Veteran’s Day” or “Veterans’
Day;” but they’re wrong. The holiday is not a day that
“belongs” to one veteran or multiple veterans, which is
what an apostrophe implies. It’s a day for honoring all
veterans — so no apostrophe needed.

Veterans Day is NOT the Same as Memorial Day.

A lot of Americans get this confused, and we’ll be hon-
est — it can be a little annoying to all of the living vet-
erans out there. Memorial Day is a time to remember
those who gave their lives for our country, particu-
larly in battle or from wounds they suffered in battle.
Veterans Day honors all of those who have served the
country in war or peace — dead or alive — although
it’s largely intended to thank living veterans for their
sacrifices.

It was originally called Armistice Day, commemo-
rating the end of World War 1.

World War I officially ended when the Treaty of Ver-
sailles was signed on June 28, 1919. However, the fight-
ing ended about seven months before that when the
Allies and Germany put into effect an armistice on
the eleventh hour of the eleventh day of the eleventh
month. For that reason, Nov. 11, 1918, was largely con-
sidered the end of “the war to end all wars” and dubbed
Armistice Day. In 1926, Congress officially recognized
it as the end of the war, and in 1938, it became an offi-
cial holiday, primarily a day set aside to honor veterans
of World War I. But then World War II and the Kore-
an War happened, so on June 1, 1954, at the urging of

veterans service organizations, Congress amended the
commemoration yet again by changing the word “armi-
stice” to “veterans” so the day would honor American
veterans of all wars. For a while, Veterans Day’s date
was changed, too, and it confused everybody. Con-
gress signed the Uniform Holiday Bill in 1968 to ensure
that a few federal holidays — Veterans Day included
— would be celebrated on a Monday. Officials hoped it
would spur travel and other family activities over a long
weekend, which would stimulate the economy.

For some inexplicable reason, the bill set Veterans
Day commemorations for the fourth Monday of ev-
ery October.

On Oct. 25, 1971, the first Veterans Day under this new
bill was held. We're not sure why it took three years to
implement, but not surprisingly, there was a lot of con-
fusion about the change, and many states were unhap-
py, choosing to continue to recognize the day as they
previously had — in November. Within a few years, it
became pretty apparent that most U.S. citizens wanted
to celebrate Veterans Day on Nov. 11, since it was a mat-
ter of historic and patriotic significance. So on Sept. 20,
1975, President Gerald Ford signed another law (Public
Law 94-97), which returned the annual observance to
its original date starting in 1978.

Other countries celebrate it, too, in their own ways.

World War I was a multinational effort, so it makes
sense that our allies also wanted to celebrate their vet-
erans on Nov. 11. The name of the day and the types
of commemorations differ, however. Canada and Aus-
tralia both call Nov. 11 “Remembrance Day.” Canada’s
observance is pretty similar to our own, except many of
its citizens wear red poppy flowers to honor their war
dead. In Australia, the day is more akin to our Memo-
rial Day. Great Britain calls it “Remembrance Day; too,
but observes it on the Sunday closest to Nov. 11 with
parades, services and two minutes of silence in London
to honor those who lost their lives in war.

T just read of Joe St. Pierre's experience with
VA medial care, and I would have o agree with
him. Like many of us from the Vietnam era, I had
heard horror stories about the VA system, and
didn't want to have anything to do with it. Sev-
eral years ago, however, financial circumstances
compelled me to sign up.

Thus far I would have to say that overall it is
the best health care experience I have ever
had. Granted, I don't have any serious medical
issues, thank God, but nevertheless I think it's
great. The two primary physicians I have had in
the Riverhead Clinic are first-rate, as are the
specialists I have seen in Northport. The VA
nurses I have seen are competent and caring,
and the support staff personal are always polite
and efficient. In fact the only problem I have
had with the VA in over 5 years was that once in
Northport I had an unusually long wait between
the prep and the procedure. But we're vets, so
we all know about "hurry up and wait!"

The day my paperwork for the VA health care
went in I canceled the ridiculously expensive yet
worthless private insurance I was carrying, and
I have never once regretted that decision. So I
echo Joe's recommendation, and encourage you
to check out the VA.

PS: Make sure you tell our Congressman how you
feel about the VA, good or bad. They need to
know what is working or what isn't. It makes a
differencel!
