 Clinic and Schooling Show Disciplines 
 - Working Equitation
 - Ranch Horse
 - Liberty

Schooling Show ICEE Classes 
 In each of these, competitors can school 2 of the ICEE classes.
 - Working Equitation: Dressage Test AND pick 3 WE Obstacles OR ride another Dressage test of choice
 - Ranch Horse: Ranch Pleasure AND pick 3 Ranch Trail Obstacles OR ride a Ranch Riding pattern
 - Liberty: Bridleless AND Lead Line (you keep your bridle and lead on, just try to use them very little)
Pick your Level 0, 1, or 2. 
 - Each level is bare-bones-basics and focuses on the foundation of each discipline. 

 Pick your gaits: Walk/Trot OR Walk/Trot/Canter—Have no fear, gaited horses are welcome too! Just
insert gaited horses’ gaits of choice. Ex. An Icelandic horse rider/handler might pick Walk/Trot but would
demonstrate Walk/Tolt. 

There is also a licensed Liberty show being hosted by the Southwest Liberty Horse Club during the event
that you can also register for with a separate link. This is not part of the Inclusive Package.  

 Friday Clinics
 Participants get a chance to get a “taste” of each discipline and are “grouped” based on comfort level in
terms of riding ability and maybe even people you know!

 Saturday Clinics
 Participants get a taste of 2 of the disciplines. 
 Ranch Horse OR Dressage
 Working Equitation Obstacles OR Liberty
