M: Almighty God, who is rich in mercy, loves you completely
and unconditionally, and grants you forgiveness for all of your
sins. By His grace and mercy and your faith in the death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ, your sins are forgiven, and
salvation is yours. May the Holy Spirit guide you forward in His
love and forgiveness.
