JEREMY IRLAND, BARITONE

Jeremy Irland is a performer and teacher living and working in 
the Walla Walla Valley. His performance experiences include 
the operatic roles of  Nardo in Mozart’s La Finta Giardiniera, 
Bobby in Weill’s Mahagonny Songspiel,  Doctor Bartolo and the 
Count in Mozart’s Le Nozze di Figaro, Sir Giorgio Valton in 
Bellini’s I puritani, the Mother in Weill’s Seven Deadly Sins, the 
Doctor in Verdi’s La Traviata, Sulpice in Donizetti’s Daughter of  
the Regiment, and Don Basilio in Rossini’s Barber of  Seville. Other 
credits include the Pirate King in Pirates of  Penzance, Zacharias 
in Randall Thompson’s Nativity According to St. Luke, and dual 
world premières of  Michael Valenti’s one act operas Beau 
Nash and Story of  an Hour with both the Portland Chamber 
Symphony and the Walla Walla Symphony. Jeremy has also 
spent two seasons with NOISE (Northwest Opera in Schools 
Etc.)  

His orchestral work includes the bass solos in Schubert’s 
Mass in G, Mozart’s Requiem, Brahms’ Requiem, Rossini’s Stabat 
Mater, Handel’s Messiah, Faure’s Requiem, Mendelssohn’s Elijah, 
Vaughn Williams’ Five Mystical Songs, Adam’s El Nino, Bach’s 
St. Matthew Passion, Paul Baslers Cantos Alegres, Nils Lindberg’s 
Christmas Cantata, and Copeland’s Old American Songs.

Jeremy has a master’s degree in vocal performance from the 
University of  Washington, where he studied with Carol Vaness 
and Jane Eaglen.  Jeremy received a bachelor of  music degree 
in music education from Walla Walla University, where he 
studied with Bruce Rasmussen and Dr. Matthew James.   

Soloists

CRAIG ALLEN, TENOR

Craig has been described as an exemplary soloist (Kansas 
City Star) with a brilliant nimble voice (KC Metropolis). He 
currently lives in Walla Walla, and has his master’s of  music 
in vocal performance from University of  Missouri – Kansas 
City and has a BM in voice and a BA in theatre with a minor 
in dance from Texas Tech University. Craig has been seen in 
numerous productions recently, including: Sherlock Holmes: The 
Final Adventure as Sherlock Holmes at The Little Theatre and 
Annie at Wagon Wheel Theatre, fulfi lling many different roles 
on-stage and backstage alike. 

Craig is also an accomplished dancer and has participated 
in numerous dance shows. Craig has attended the American 
Dance Festival in Durham NC for a few summers and also 
participated in ADF’s Winter Intensive in New York. In 
addition to singing, he fi nds his voice through movement when 
choreographing. A highlight in this area for him was creating a 
dance work for a 9/11 Peace Service in Walla Walla just a few 
weeks ago, collaborating with the Whitman Chamber Singers. 

As a soloist, Craig has sung with various choral groups, 
including Musica Vocale of  Kansas City and the newly-
founded group Simon Carrington Chamber Singers. Craig has 
sung at numerous conventions of  ACDA and TMEA with 
the Texas Tech University Choir, and recently performed with 
University of  Missouri - Kansas City’s Conservatory Singers at 
their 2010 MMEA performance.

EMILY MULLER CALLENDER, MEZZO SOPRANO

Emily Muller Callender is a frequent soloist with Northwest 
performing ensembles, most recently featured performing oratorio 
favorites including Handel’s Messiah, Bach’s Christmas Oratorio, and 
Vivaldi’s Gloria. Ms. Muller Callender made her operatic debut 
as Giovanna in the Spokane Symphony Opera’s perfromance of  
Rigoletto. Other recent performances include the role of  Hua-Qui 
in l’Oracolo with the Willamette Concert Opera and several musical 
theatre roles with the Firehouse 5 playhouse, including Amalia 
in She Loves Me. Past honors include winning the collegiate vocal 
division of  MusicFest Northwest, receiving the Sister Marietta 
Coyle Vocal Award, and winning the Coeur d’Alene Symphony 
and Grande Ronde Symphony’s Young Artist Competitions. Ms. 
Muller Callender earned her master of  arts degree in music (vocal 
performance) from Eastern Washington University, master of  
education from Montana State University, and bachelor of  science 
in music from Eastern Oregon University. She is an in-demand 
soloist, clinician, and musical director in a variety of  venues. 
Currently the principal violist of  the Oregon East Symphony, Ms. 
Muller Callender is also the orchestra and choral director for the 
Pendleton School District. She performs frequently as bassist, 
fi ddle player, and vocalist with her bluegrass band, The Callenders, 
which has been featured (as Blue Pass) on NPR and at bluegrass 
and folk festivals throughout the country.

LAURA PATTILLO, SOPRANO

Soprano Laura Pattillo was born and raised in Pasco, WA. She stud-
ied vocal performance at Brigham Young University and currently 
teaches private lessons for voice and piano. She perfoms in and 
around the Tri-Cities area in many different venues and is highly in-
volved in her church’s music and performs for them often, singing 
or accompanying. She is the mother of  four beautiful children with 
another on the way, and is the wife of  a supportive and wonderful 
man. She currently studies voice with Karen Zizzi.

Guest Artists

KRAIG SCOTT, ORGAN

A native of  British Columbia, Kraig Scott has made recital appearances in eleven states and ten 
countries in venues including Dunblane Cathedral (Scotland), and the Sejong Cultural Center (South 
Korea). He has presented master classes at many institutions including the Eastman School, Rutgers 
University, Pacifi c Lutheran University, the Universities of  Alberta, Oregon, and Calgary, Westminster 
Choir College, and for several chapters of  the American Guild of  Organists. As a member of  the music 
faculty of  Walla Walla University his responsibilities include conducting the University choirs, teaching 
organ and harpsichord, serving as church organist, and overseeing all music at the University Church. 
He also serves as an adjunct professor at Whitman College and, from 1993-2011, was director of  music 
at St. Paul’s Episcopal Church.

J. ADAM SHELTON, TENOR

Lyric tenor J. Adam Shelton recently completed his second apprenticeship with Des Moines Metro Opera 
where he performed the role of  Elder Gleaton in Susannah with composer Carlisle Floyd in attendance, 
as well as performing Rinuccio in Gianni Schicchi. He is a three-time recipient of  the Ratcliffe award in the 
Southern Arizona Opera Guild’s “Quest for the Best” competition as well as the grand prize winner of  the 
Amelia Reiman Opera Competition, and the second prize winner of  the Battle of  the Tucson Tenors.

Additionally, he has performed the roles of  Ferrando in Così fan tutte, Lyric Tenor in Postcard from Morocco, the 
title role in L’amico Fritz, Leicester in Maria Stuarda, and Nemorino in L’Elisir d’Amore. Mr. Shelton’s oratorio 
and concert solos include Handel’s Messiah, Handel’s Esther, Britten’s St. Nicolas, and Britten’s The Company 
of  Heaven with the Mid-Columbia Mastersingers (2009). Mr. Shelton has also performed with the American-
Italian program La Musica Lirica in Novafeltria, Italy performing Spirodione in Il Campanello di Notte and 
Rodolfo in La Bohème.

2011 is a promising year for Mr. Shelton performing as Nika Magadoff  - The Magician in The Consul (Spring 2011), Uriel in Haydn’s The 
Creation with the Wisconsin Chamber Choir (Spring 2011), Rodolfo in La Bohème (Fall 2011), and St. Nicolas with the Mid-Columbia 
Mastersingers (Fall 2011). Mr. Shelton is a native of  Knoxville, Tennessee, completed his master’s degree at the University of  Arizona, 
and currently attends the University of  Wisconsin studying with Ms. Julia Faulkner as the Wisconsin Distinguished Graduate Fellow in 
Voice 2009 - 2011.
