THE TEN COMMANDMENTS (The Holy Covenant)
The ten commandments can be simplified into two commandments (Matt 22:38-40)

1. Love God (Yehovah) with all your heart, mind, & soul 2. Love your neighbor as yourself
Obedience to the 10 commandments is how we love God with all our heart, mind, and soul:
1.Do not have any gods before Yehovah. (Do not put anything above your love for Yehovah,
Obey His Covenants!) Deut 6:5, Deut 30:20
2. Do not worship idols or graven images. ( No cross necklaces, Jesus/Mary/Angel
statues, star of remphan, rosary, christmas tree, easter eggs, anything physical that you
think brings you closer to God, IT DOES NOT! Idolatry = Spiritual Adultery/Cheating on

God with idols!) Acts 7:43, Jeremiah 10
3. Do not take Yehovah’s name in vain. (His name is Yah/Yehovah, His Son’s name is

Yeshua. Don’t blaspheme his name by calling His Son Jesus aka Baal.) Psalms 68:4,

Proverbs 30:4, Isaiah 12:2, Exodus 6:3, Deut 32:3
4. Remember the Sabbath (Saturday), and keep it holy. (Sabbath is Saturday from

Dawn til Dawn) 2 Peter 1:19-20 The day begins at dawn! The light was created first

and it was called DAY, Yah rested on the sabbath DAY!
5. Honor your father and your mother. (This means to teach your children the ten

commandments, it is the first commandment with promise) Ephesians 6:1-4, Proverbs 22:6
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Loving our neighbor as ourselves:

6. Do not murder. (Do not hate your brother in your heart, rebuke sin, and do not suffer
sin upon him. If you see a fellow believer in sin, and you don’t warn them to repent, the
blood is on your hands, therefore: murder.) 1 John 3:15, Leviticus 17:19, Matt 5:21-22
7. Do not commit adultery. (Do not cheat on your spouse & do not cheat on God with idols)
Matt 5:27-28, Jeremiah 3:8-9
8. Do not steal. (Don’t steal your neighbor’s goods or their chance at salvation by
not rebuking the sin in them) Exodus 20:15
9. Don’t bear false witness. (Don’t lie, don’t gossip) Proverbs 12:22

10. Do not covet. (Do not be jealous of things you don’t have, be thankful for everything God
has given you) James 1:14-15, Luke 12:15, 1 Timothy 6:9-10
John 14:15 If you love me, keep my commandments.
1 John 2:4 He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar,
and the truth is not in him.
1 John 5:3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his
commandments are not grievous.
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The 10 Commandments = The Holy Covenant

2.You shall not make or worship idols or graven images.

3.You shall not take the name of Yehovah your God in vain.

4.Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. (Saturday from dawn to dawn.)

8. You shall not steal.
9.You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.
