THE SEVEN WORSE SPIRITS

This is a teaching for women and children. 

TODAY WE ARE GOING TO LEARN ABOUT HOW SEVEN WORSE SPIRITS CAN ENTER INTO YOU. 

· We will firstly establish what it means to be righteous

· Then we will learn that when we are in obedience, we are given the Holy Spirit of Truth

· After that we will ascertain that we are given the Holy Spirit for a specific reason  

· We will then find out how you can fall into unrighteousness - which is wickedness

· Next, we will discuss what happens to you when you fall; determining that the Holy Spirit of Truth will depart from you and you will receive seven worse evil spirits, and Abba YAH will send you strong delusion. We will also discuss what the consequences and punishment for women will be! 

· Then we will reflect on what to do to prevent yourself from falling into wickedness

· And in conclusion we will talk about what you must do to be saved, according to the True Gospel. 




WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO BE RIGHTEOUS?  
 
Psalm 119:172  
My tongue shall speak of Your Word: for all Your Commandments are righteousness. 
 
Deuteronomy 6:24-25  
And YAHovah commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear YAHovah our God, for our good always, that He might preserve us alive, as it is at this day. And it shall be our righteousness, if we observe to do all these Commandments before YAHovah our God, as He hath commanded us. 
 
This Scripture is quoting …
 
1 John 2:29 
If ye know that He is righteous, ye know that every one that doeth righteousness is born of Him.
To fear God is to love God. And to love God is to keep His Commandments. 
This is how we become righteous. God’s righteousness is His Ten Commandments  
This is how we become born-again, through righteousness, which is obedience to the Ten Commandments.

This walk of faith is a commitment, you will be be tested, tried, and purged. Abba YAH searches our hearts and minds and He knows the secrets of the heart; He is looking for those with a broken and contrite (repentant) heart that is humbled before Him, acknowledging their sin and seeking forgiveness. 
And this is who we become when we obey Him, 
 
1 Peter 2:9  
But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of Him who hath called you out of darkness into His marvellous light.
 
All have received the first Comforter, which is the Spirit of Grace. 
 
So, what is grace?
 
G5485
Grace means: especially the divine influence upon the heart of man, and its reflection in one’s life
 
Which is conviction to keep the Holy Covenant that was given at Mt Horeb, The Ten Commandments.

We see in these Scriptures that everyone is given a measure of grace in

Ephesians 4:7  
But unto everyone of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ (Messiah). 
 
John 1:16
And of His fulness have all we received, and Grace (Spirit of Grace) for grace (conviction). 
 
Titus 2:11-12
For the Grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and Godly, in this present world.
 
Romans 1:5
By whom we have received Grace and apostleship, for (the purpose of) obedience to the faith among all nations, for His Name.
 
So, we have now established that all, everyone, receives a measure of the Spirit of Grace, which is your conscience to convict you to be obedient to the Ten Commandments. 

WHEN WE ARE IN OBEDIENCE, WE ARE GIVEN THE HOLY SPIRIT OF TRUTH
To receive the second comforter, you must receive the Holy Spirit of Truth, and you only receive this by keeping His Commandments.
 
John 14:15-18  
If ye love Me, keep My Commandments. And I will pray the Father, and He shall give you another Comforter, that He may abide with you for ever; Even the Spirit of Truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for He dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 

Acts 5:32-33
And we are His witnesses of these things; and so is also the Holy Spirit (of Truth), whom God hath given to them that obey Him. When they heard that, they were cut to the heart, and took counsel to slay them. 
 
The world does not understand this because so many people do not keep the Ten Commandments.
WE ARE GIVEN THE HOLY SPIRIT OF TRUTH FOR A SPECIFIC REASON
As we will see here in
 
John 16:7-8
Nevertheless, I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter (Holy Spirit of Truth) will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you. And when He is come, He will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment.
 
The Holy Spirit of Truth is given to you, for you to reprove (rebuke) the world of sin; by fulfilling the Royal Law. Sin is the transgression of the Law, the Ten Commandments.
John 16:9-11  
Of sin, because they believe not on Me; Of righteousness, because I go to my Father, and ye see Me no more; Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged. 
 
1 John 3:4
Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the Law: for sin is the transgression of the Law.
 
And we are to judge righteously,
 
John 7:24
Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment.
 
This means we judge others according to the Ten Commandments.
 
1 John 3:7
Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, 
even as He is righteous.

HOW CAN WE FALL INTO UNRIGHTEOUS? 
The unrighteous are also called the wicked in Scripture. These are those who do not obey the Ten Commandments and do not teach others to do so. 

The apostate christian church teaches that once you have the Holy Spirit, you can never lose it; this is not true. David prays about this in Psalm 51.
 
Psalm 51:10-15
Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me. Cast me not away from Your presence; and take Not Your Holy Spirit from me. Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with thy free spirit. Then will I teach transgressors thy ways; and sinners shall be converted unto thee. Deliver me from blood guiltiness, O God, thou God of my salvation: and my tongue shall sing aloud of thy righteousness. O Lord, open thou, my lips; and my mouth shall shew forth thy praise.
 
David coveted Uriah’s wife Bethsheba and committed adultery with her. Then he wanted to murder Uriah. But David was known as a man after God's own heart. Why? Because In Psalm 51 David confessed his sins and deeply repented for those sins, and begged YAHovah for His forgiveness. David pleaded with YAHovah to cast him not away from His presence; and take not His Holy Spirit from him, and to deliver him from blood guiltiness.
And David came back into Covenant with God. 

Psalm 51:14
Deliver me from bloodguiltiness, O God, thou God of my salvation: and my tongue shall sing aloud of thy righteousness.

What is blood guiltiness?

It is having blood on your hands from NOT fulfilling the Royal Law; this is why it is so important to take up the calling of the Watchman (and maidservants) and enter into the work of the servants. Blood guiltiness is the consequence of not rebuking sin, and of not fulfilling the Royal Law, and especially when having respect of persons!  
 
Ezekiel 3:18-19
When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul.
 
Ezekiel is telling us here that you have to warn others who are breaking Covenant, of their sin. 
If you do not warn the righteous and the wicked when they sin, your hands will be covered in their blood, which means that you will be held accountable for their death.

Unrighteousness is the works of the flesh, the fruits of the wicked, and the wicked will not inherit the kingdom of God!  We see this in 

1 Corinthians 6:9-10  
Know ye NOT that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God. 

Galatians 5:16-21
This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would. But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.
Ephesians 5:3-5  
But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints; Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks. For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. 

Romans 1:29-32
Being filled with all unrighteousness; fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, without understanding, COVENANT BREAKERS, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful: Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.

Revelation 21:8  
But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. 
 
Revelation 22:14-15
Blessed are they that do His Commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie.
 
So far, we have now established that the righteousness of God is the keeping of His Ten Commandments. And we have also established that you need to obey the Ten Commandments to receive the Holy Spirit of Truth, so, obviously if you disobey the Ten Commandments, you will lose the Holy Spirit of Truth.
So now that we understand all of this let us continue… 

HOW CAN WE LOSE THE HOLY SPIRIT OF TRUTH
You will lose the Holy Spirit of Truth
· if you have blood on your hands
· if you commit wilful sin
·   if you stop fulfilling the Royal Law
What is wilful sin?
Hebrews 10:26
For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the Truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins.
 
There is no more sacrifice for your sins if you sin wilfully. If you enter into the works of the flesh, 
after knowing the Truth, it is called wilful sin. And the consequences for this is that their latter end will be worse for them, meaning they will be hell bound unless they sincerely repent. 

2 Peter 2:20-22
For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Yeshua Messiah, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning. For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the Holy Commandment delivered unto them. But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned to his own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire.
 
The wicked evil servants return to their own vomit over and over again, and they give the adversary occasion to speak reproachfully. So, it is better if they had not known the Holy Commandment delivered unto them, which is the Royal Law.

Deuteronomy 32:29  
O that they were wise, that they would consider their latter end!
What then is the true proverb?  It is spoken of here in:
 
Proverbs 26:11-28
As a dog returneth to his vomit, so a fool returneth to his folly. Seest thou a man wise in his own conceit? there is more hope of a fool than of him. (But God hath chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the wise) The slothful man saith, There is a lion in the way; a lion is in the streets. As the door turneth upon his hinges, so doth the slothful upon his bed. The slothful hideth his hand in his bosom; it grieveth him to bring it again to his mouth. The sluggard is wiser in his own conceit than seven men that can render a reason. He that passeth by, and meddleth with strife belonging not to him (seeking office) , is like one that taketh a dog by the ears. As a mad man who casteth firebrands, arrows, and death, So is the man that deceiveth his neighbour, and saith, Am not I in sport? Where no wood is, there the fire goeth out: so where there is no talebearer, the strife ceaseth.  As coals are to burning coals, and wood to fire; so is a contentious man to kindle strife. (This is what it means to not light a fire on the Sabbath – Jubilees 50) The words of a talebearer are as wounds, and they go down into the innermost parts of the belly. Burning lips and a wicked heart are like a potsherd covered with silver dross. He that hateth dissembleth with his lips, and layeth up deceit within him; When he speaketh fair (smooth ear tickling words), believe him not: for there are seven abominations in his heart. Whose hatred is covered by deceit, his wickedness shall be shewed before the whole congregation. Whoso diggeth a pit shall fall therein: and he that rolleth a stone, it will return upon him. A lying tongue hateth those that are afflicted by it; and a flattering mouth worketh ruin.

Where do the seven abominations in his heart come from?
 
Proverbs 6:12-19
A naughty person, a wicked man, walketh with a froward mouth. He winketh with his eyes, he speaketh with his feet, he teacheth with his fingers; Frowardness is in his heart, he deviseth mischief continually; he soweth discord. Therefore, shall his calamity come suddenly; suddenly shall he be broken without remedy. These six things doth the LORD hate: yea, seven are an abomination unto him: A proud look (pride before destruction), a lying tongue (you will surely not die) , and hands that shed innocent blood, an heart that deviseth wicked imaginations, feet that be swift in running to mischief, A false witness that speaketh lies, and he that soweth discord among brethren.
 
These are the fruits of the wicked person who lost the Holy Spirit, and his latter end is worse than the beginning before he even woke up.

What does it mean to shed innocent blood?
 
It means that you have blood on your hands because you do not warn the righteous and the wicked when they sin, We learn about this in Ezekiel 2, 3, and 33.

WHAT ARE THE CONSEQUENCES OF LOSING THE HOLY SPIRIT
Matthew 12:43-45
When the unclean spirit is gone out of a man, he walketh through dry places, seeking rest, and findeth none. Then he saith, I will return into my house from whence I came out; and when he (the unclean spirit) is come, he findeth it empty, swept, and garnished. Then goeth he, and taketh with himself seven other spirits more wicked than himself, and they enter in and dwell there: and the last state of that man is worse than the first. Even so shall it be also unto this wicked generation.
 
This is prophecy from Yeshua, that when the Holy Spirit departs seven worse spirits enter in.

2 Thessalonians 2:10-12
And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

Why do we lose the Holy Spirit of Truth if we stop fulfilling the Royal Law?
We are not supposed to partake in other people's sins, instead we are supposed to judge righteous judgment, by fulfilling the Royal Law. We do not want to partake in their sins because YAH’s wrath is coming on the sons of disobedience.
 
Colossians 3:6
For which things' sake the wrath of God cometh on the children of disobedience
 
And it even says therefore do not be partakers here in
 
Ephesians 5:6-7  
Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience. Be not ye therefore partakers with them.

Failing to reprove (rebuke) wickedness makes one a partaker in the sin, even without direct 
 consent with that person and their sinful ways. 

Ephesians 5:11  
And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.

Acts 20:26-27  
Wherefore I take you to record this day, that I am pure from the blood of all men. 
For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God. 
Paul states that he is ‘innocent of the blood of all men’ because he did not shrink back from declaring the whole will of God. 

Ezekiel 3:18-19
When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul. 
 
This Scripture states that if a watchman’; (and we are all called to be watchmen – to warn others of their sin), fails to warn the wicked of their impending doom, their blood will be on the watchman’s hands, not on the wicked persons hands. The ‘watchman’ will be held accountable for the wicked persons death!

Mark 13:35-37 
Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house cometh, at even, or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning: Lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping. 
And what I say unto you I say unto all, Watch. 

Sleeping is to be not watching, not warning others of their sin. NOT fulfilling the Royal Law. 

Ephesians 5:11  
And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.

Acts 20:26-27  
Wherefore I take you to record this day, that I am pure from the blood of all men. 
For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God. 

Paul states that he is ‘innocent of the blood of all men’ because he did not shrink back from declaring the whole will of God.
 
Ezekiel 3:18-19
When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul.

Mark 13:35-37 
Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house cometh, at even, or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning: Lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping. 
And what I say unto you I say unto all, Watch. 

Sleeping is to be not watching, not warning others of their sin. NOT fulfilling the Royal Law. 
And remember this stern warning in
 
Hebrews 10:26-31
For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the Truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins, But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries. He that despised Moses' law died without mercy under two or three witnesses: Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden underfoot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the Covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of Grace? For we know Him that hath said, Vengeance belongeth unto Me, I will recompense, saith Yeshua. And again, Yeshua shall judge His people. It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.
HOW DO YOU NOT FALL INTO UNRIGHTEOUSNESS?
 
Let us read this prophecy in Ascencion of Isaiah Chapter 3, which is prophecy of evil servants, that tells you that you can actually lose the Holy Spirit, and that the Holy Spirit will withdraw from many. It also tells you why, and the big reasons I see is because of pride and covetousness. We also saw this earlier in the video when we read Psalm 51, when David begged YAHovah to not take His Spirit from him. That clearly tells you that the Spirit can be removed from you.


Ascencion of Isaiah Chapter 3:18-31
And they will teach all the nations and every tongue of the resurrection of the Beloved (Disciples), and those who believe in His staff will be saved, and in His ascension into the seventh heaven whence He came. And that many who believe in Him (Yeshua) will speak through the Holy Spirit: And many signs and wonders will be wrought in those days. And afterwards, on the eve of His approach, His twelve disciples will forsake the teachings of the Twelve Apostles, and their faith, and their love and their purity. And there will be much contention on the eve of His advent of His approach. And in those days many will love office, though devoid of wisdom. And there will be many lawless elders, and shepherds dealing wrongly by their own sheep, and they will ravage (them) owing to their not having holy shepherds. And many will change the honour of the garments of the saints for the garments of the covetous, and there will be much respect of persons (James 2:8-9) in those days and lovers of the honour of this world. And there will be much slander and vainglory at the approach of the Lord Yeshua, and the Holy Spirit will withdraw from many. And there will not be in those days many prophets, nor those who speak trustworthy words, save one here and there in divers places, On account of the spirit of error and fornication and of vainglory, and of covetousness, which shall be in those, who will be called servants of that One and in those who will receive that One. And there will be great hatred in the shepherds and elders towards each other. For there will be great jealousy in the last days; for everyone will say what is pleasing in his own eyes. And they will make of none effect the prophecy of the prophets which were before me, and these my visions also will they make of none effect, in order to speak after the impulse of their own (wicked) hearts.

Ecclesiasticus 2:1-18
My son, if thou come to serve Yeshua, prepare thy soul for temptation. Set thy heart aright, and constantly endure, and make not haste in time of trouble. Cleave unto him, and depart not away, that thou mayest be increased at thy last end. Whatsoever is brought upon thee take cheerfully, and be patient when thou art changed to a low estate. For gold is tried in the fire, and acceptable men in the furnace of adversity. Believe in Him, and He will help thee; order thy way aright, and trust in Him. Ye that fear the Lord, wait for His mercy; and go not aside, lest ye fall. Ye that fear the Lord, believe Him; and your reward shall not fail. Ye that fear the Lord, hope for good, and for everlasting joy and mercy. Look at the generations of old, and see; did ever any trust in the Lord, and was confounded? or did any abide in His fear, and was forsaken? or whom did He ever despise, that called upon Him? For the Lord is full of compassion and mercy, longsuffering, and very pitiful, and forgiveth sins, and saveth in time of affliction. Woe be to fearful hearts, and faint hands, and the sinner that goeth two ways! Woe unto him that is fainthearted! for he believeth not; therefore, shall he not be defended. Woe unto you that have lost patience! and what will ye do when the Lord shall visit you? They that fear the Lord will not disobey His Word; and they that love Him will keep His ways. They that fear the Lord will seek that which is well, pleasing unto Him; and they that love Him shall be filled with the Law. They that fear the Lord will prepare their hearts, and humble their souls in His sight, Saying, We will fall into the hands of the Lord, and not into the hands of men: for as His majesty is, so is His mercy.

WHAT TO DO TO PREVENT YOURSELF FROM FALLING INTO WICKEDNESS
2 Peter 1:1
Simon Peter, a servant and an apostle of Yeshua Messiah, to them that have obtained like precious faith with us through the righteousness of God and our Saviour Yeshua Messiah:
 
Peter is writing to the people who have obtained the same precious faith as the Apostles.
How did they obtain it? Through the righteousness of God. Which is the keeping of the Ten Commandments, which are taught in Deuteronomy 5:7-21. And in
 
Deuteronomy 6:24-25
And YAHovah commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear YAHovah our God, for our good always, that He might preserve us alive, as it is at this day (Judgement Day). And it shall be our righteousness, if we observe to do all these Commandments before YAHovah our God, as He hath commanded us.
 
2 Peter 1:2-3
Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge of God, and of Yeshua our Lord, confirm Your Calling and Election according as His divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him that hath called us to glory and virtue.

We see who are the partakers of His divine nature in

2 Peter 1:4
Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust (sin - idolatry).
 
1 John 2:28-29
And now, little children, abide in Him; that, when He shall appear, we may have confidence, and not be ashamed before Him at His coming. If ye know that He is righteous, ye know that every one that doeth righteousness is born of Him 

Those who keep the Ten Commandments are born again.
 
1 John 3:1-4
Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew Him not. Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when He shall appear, we shall be like Him; for we shall see Him as He is. And every man that hath this hope in Him purifieth Himself, even as He is pure. Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the Law: for sin is the transgression of the Law. 
 
So how to not fall is to remain righteous and do the work of the servants. As servants we are to prophecy the testimonies of Yeshua, we are to proclaim the Names of the Most-High, the Father YAHovah and His Son Yeshua. We are to teach the Covenants of Promise which are the Ten Commandments and the Rainbow Covenant, and then we are to fulfil the Royal Law, by teaching others to do the same. Amen.

So, you need to go and learn the milk: go and learn how to love God and how to love your neighbour.

Matthew 22:37-40  
Yeshua said unto him, Thou shalt love YAHovah thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.  On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets. 

How do we love God?

1 John 5:1-3  
Whosoever believeth that Yeshua is the Messiah is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth Him also that is begotten of Him. By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep His Commandments. For this is the love of God, that we keep His Commandments: and His Commandments are NOT grievous. 

To drink the milk is to learn how to be righteous in obedience to Abba YAH. To be weaned from the milk is: the keeping of the Ten Commandments, eating scripturally clean, and fulfilling the Royal Law.
 
Hebrews 5:13-14
For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the Word of righteousness: for he is a babe. 
But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.
 
Matthew 24:45
Who then is a faithful and wise servant, whom his lord hath made ruler over his household, to give them meat in due season?

The meat in due season is the wisdom and understanding of the Scriptures and of Prophecy within the Scriptures, given to you when you receive the Holy Spirit of Truth, through obedience to the Covenants of Promise.

And this is how you love your neighbour
James calls it the Royal Law. That is the Law we are now under.
 
James 2:8-9 
If ye fulfil the Royal Law according to the scripture (Leviticus 19:15-18), Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself, ye do well. But if ye have respect to persons, ye commit sin, and are convinced of the law as transgressors. 
The Royal Law that the Messiah came to elevate according to Scripture. It is the Law that justifies us now. It is the Order of Melchizedek, where Yeshua is the High Priest. He elevated Leviticus 19:15-18 over the Sacrificial Law, the temporary law that was added as a schoolmaster, which was not honourable. 
He poured out His Spirit when He died. That is why He said “It is finished”, He became the sacrificial lamb so that we no longer have to stone others to death for sin. He was quoting Deuteronomy 31 about the Sacrificial Law, that was added as a witness, a punishment against Israel when they transgressed and worshipped the Golden Calf. It was finished when Messiah died. He came to refresh the Holy Covenant, the Ten Commandments.

Leviticus 19:15-18
Ye shall do no unrighteousness in judgment: thou shalt not respect the person of the poor, nor honour the person of the mighty: but in righteousness shalt thou judge thy neighbour. Thou shalt not go up and down as a talebearer among thy people: neither shalt thou stand against the blood of thy neighbour: I am YAHovah. Thou shalt not hate thy brother in thine heart: thou shalt in any wise rebuke thy neighbour, and not suffer sin upon him. Thou shalt not avenge, nor bear any grudge against the children of thy people, but thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself: I am YAHovah. 

We now rebuke the sin of the righteous and the wicked. According to the Isaiah 42 prophecy

Isaiah 42:21  
YAHovah is well pleased for His righteousness' sake; He will magnify the law, and make it honourable. 

James 5:20  
Let him know, that he which converteth the sinner from the error of his way shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins

When you fulfill the Royal Law, by judging righteous judgment, according to the Ten Commandments, 
you help to save a soul from a multitude of sins. 
But be warned do not judge in hypocrisy! You must take the beam out of your own eye first! 

Matthew 7:1-5  
Judge not, that ye be not judged. For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged: and with what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again. And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother's eye, but considerest not the beam that is in thine own eye? Or how wilt thou say to thy brother, Let me pull out the mote out of thine eye; and, behold, a beam is in thine own eye? Thou hypocrite, first cast out the beam out of thine own eye; and then shalt thou see clearly to cast out the mote out of thy brother's eye. 

1 John 3:7
Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as He is righteous.
Judge NOT by hypocrisy, only by YAH’s righteousness, which is His Ten Commandments. You have to stop sinning, and get in Covenant yourself, before you can righteously judge others - according to the Ten Commandments. 
So, our ultimate goal in life should be to enter into the gates of the city, the New Jerusalem

Revelation 22:14
Blessed are they that do His commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city (New Jerusalem).
The names of the twelve tribes of the children of Israel are written on those gates.

Revelation 21:12  
And had a wall great and high, and had twelve gates, and at the gates twelve angels, and names written thereon, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of Israel
There is no gentile gate, no heathen gate, no Catholic gate, no Baptist gate, no Pentecostal gate and the rest of the 45000+ denominations, there is no gate for them. You must be grafted into the Commonwealth of Israel through obedience to the Two Covenants of Promise. 
 
Ephesians 2:12  
That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the Commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world. 
 
Philippians 3:14
 I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Messiah Yeshua.
So that we may hear these words when we stand before Yeshua on Judgement Day,

Matthew 25:21  
Well done, thou good and faithful servant: enter thou into the joy of Yeshua. 
That is when you will enter the Kingdom of God and receive the Crown of Life.
And the blessings in the Beatitudes are given only to those who keep the Two Great Commandments. 
And if you do not keep them then you are a gentile, a heathen, and you are NOT going to enter into the kingdom, so REPENT and start keeping the Two Great Commandments the way Scripture commands you to do. 
And let us be dutiful and do the work that we were commissioned to do, lest we should hear these dreadful words, 
 
Matthew 25:26
Thou wicked and slothful servant,
 
Matthew 22:13  
Bind him hand and foot, and take him away, and cast him into outer darkness; there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

Matthew 24:51  
And shall cut him asunder, and appoint him his portion with the hypocrites: 
there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 
 
That is when you will enter into hell, which is the second death!

Psalm 9:17
The wicked shall be turned into hell.

So, I hope you take heed I really do, this is an extremely serious matter, 
we are talking about where you will be in eternity.  
You do not want to be the one who hears these words: 
DEPART FROM ME, YE THAT WORK INIQUITY.  

Matthew 25:32  
And before Him shall be gathered all nations: and He shall separate them one from another,
as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats
 
Acts 17:31  
Because he hath appointed a day, in the which He will judge the world in righteousness by that man whom he hath ordained; whereof he hath given assurance unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead. 
 
Judgment Day will be a day of separating forever the righteous and unrighteous.

SO, WHAT YOU MUST DO TO BE SAVED, ACCORDING TO THE TRUE GOSPEL
 
The True Gospel is a step-by-step process: 
 
· You listen to the Spirit of Grace, which is the first Comforter, which is your conviction
 
· You love God by obeying His Ten Commandments, which includes keeping the
Sabbath Day holy because this is a sign forever.
 
Exodus 31:13
Speak thou also unto the children of Israel, saying, Verily my Sabbaths ye shall keep: for it is a sign between Me and you throughout your generations; that ye may know that I am YAHovah that doth sanctify you.
 
It is a Perpetual Covenant through all your generations. 
Then you will receive the Holy Spirit of Truth, the second Comforter, and the Holy Spirit dwelling in you is what enables you to be saved. The Holy Spirit of Truth will teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever Yeshua taught. So, He is going to reveal His Word to you and the prophecies within His Word.

· You eat clean, according to the Rainbow Covenant, which is explained in 
Leviticus 11, Deuteronomy 14 and Isaiah 65 & 66 Obeying the Covenants of Promise is obedience to the Ten Commandments (Abrahamic Covenant) and the Rainbow Covenant. 
 
· You love your neighbour as yourself and obey the Royal Law explained in Leviticus19:15-18 and James 2:8-9, which we just read. These Scriptures defines true love: correction, not compromise! Which is to rebuke the world of sin; so, if you see that your sister is in sin, you do not have to stone her anymore, you rebuke her, you correct her, you guide her to the doctrine of the True Gospel,
 that will bring her out of her sinful life.
So set your mind to being obedient and as you read the Word for yourself after watching our videos, you will be given all the details that are necessary, so that you can become the woman God He expects you to be.
