. . . . By the resistive ratings of the switches.  Most applications involve
       inductive or capacitive loads.
If the reed switch is hooked up directly to
the load, it will likely weld the contacts or
erode the contact surface; thereby shorten-
ing switch life.

. . . . By the wattage ratings of
        loads.
Low wattage loads are often high inductive
devices, making contact protection very
important**.
