  Amelia River Golf Club – 4477 Buccaneer Trail, Amelia Island, FL 32034 

It’s only 4.8 miles and 10 minutes from our hotel. We’ll turn right onto South 

Fletcher Ave and head south on S. Fletcher Ave./ A1A for 3.7 miles. At the traffic 

circle, take the first exit onto Buccaneer Trail and drive 6/10 of a mile. Turn left 

onto Shannon Road and drive 4/10 of a mile. The destination will be on the right. 

Watch for the Werks Reunion flags. 

Most of our attendees will be parking in the Porsche Corral. When we arrive, 

look for the Corral signs and follow the line to check in.
