To: 	All Nevada law enforcement agencies, with emphasis on officers whose function involve removing impaired drivers from Nevada roadways or otherwise encounter DRIVERS who may be impaired by drug and/or alcohol influence.

Class Summary: 	The purpose of this 40-hour course is to prepare law enforcement professionals to effectively administer and instruct the SFST’s and training program. Student-instructors must attend all sessions of this training.
