
Places to Stay:  

• The Pimento Cabin at Mt Olive Mercantile and RV park- Only about 15 min away  

• Mountain View RV Park and Guest Motel- Motel has King and Queen Suites and a 

Tiny Cabin called “Serenity” -23 min away  

• Wildflower Bed & Breakfast on the Square- in Mountain View -about 30 min away 

• Country Oaks Bed & Breakfast- Just outside of Mountain View- about 30 min away 

• Ozark Country Inn Bed  & Breakfast- in Mountain View - about 30 min away 

• The Nook on Main – house for rent in Mountain View- about 30 min away 

• The Knotty Squirrel (Individual cabins) – in Mountain View - about 30 min away 

• Wilson Wilderness (If you want to stay in a Tipi!)- By Ozark National Forest , 

Sylamore district -30 min away  

• Many AirBNB cabins nearby most of which are on the White River, Mt. Olive is the 

closest town to the center.  

• Enjoy something more rustic like pitching a tent on the App “Hipcamp” there are 

several places nearby you can throw up a tent  

o Spring Holler Farm -$30 a site 

o Rockwood Ranch-$25 a site   

o Ozark RV Park- $43 for RV site and $35 for tent

Things to Do: 

• Hiking – Alexi’s Favorite Trails nearby  

o Devil’s Knob Loop- 1.3 miles with panoramic views of the Ozarks  

o Whitewater Creek Trail 1.4 miles/ Mountain View Park Loop 0.5 miles- trail 

in Mountain View  



o White River Bluff Loop- 4.3 miles hike along the bluffs above the White 

River 

o Sugar Loaf Mountain Lookout Tower- 2.5 mile hike to a historic fire watch 

tower best views in the area  

o Ozark Highlands Trail Sylamore Section- there is 32 miles  Sylamore Section 

out of a larger 270 mile trail system (OHT),  with many different entry points 

so you can choose your length of hike,  in the Ozark- St. Francis  National 

Forest  

• Blanchard Springs Caverns- A living cave system in the Ozark National Forest with 

guided tours through a 0.5 mile paved trail in the cave’s chambers  

• Blanchard Springs/ Mirror Lake  Recreational Area- Beautiful turquoise water lake 

with a waterfall and old mill ruins, short trails to a glory hole waterfall and different 

picnic seating areas  

• City Rock Bluff- O.7 walk to the edge of a bluff over the White River near Calico 

Rock with the best sunsets and sunrises  

• Downtown Mountain View- The Square is surrounded by flea market stores and 

some nights there is community folk/bluegrass picking at the Courthouse Squares 

lawn.
