      The Board of Perry Township Trustees met in Regular Session on Monday, October 13, 2025 at 7:00 p.m. at the Community Room.  Roll Call; John Brose, present, John (JD) Gibson, Kenny Rosebrook, present and Cindy Stalling, present.  Also present was: Linda Baldridge, Jessica Gibson, Mike Long, Renee Rosebrook, Fire Chief Dan McElfresh, Brian Tracey, Rob Harvey, John Baughman, Jeff Johnson and Zoning Inspector Dan Ackley, Nikki Yelton, Sandy Wilcox and Dan Coats.
      All stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.            

     The minutes of the previous meeting was given to the Trustees to read prior to this meeting.  Mr. Brose asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes and then asked if there were any additions or corrections to the financial statements that were     given to the Trustees from the fiscal officer.  All minutes and reports stand approved.

      John brought up about our electric bills for all the buildings, we received a letter stating that the company is switching from Harbor Energy to Harbor Energy Freight LLC.  John called them and it is the same company, we still get 7.29 cents for kilowatt hour until 2028. We don’t have to do anything. 
     John brought up that in the Grassroot Clippings newsletter it stated that government vehicles when registered the local BMV registrar would issue permanent plates that identify the township vehicle as a “County” vehicle.  Now townships can obtain plates recognizing the vehicle as a “Township” vehicle. We just need to fill out BMV Form 4501 Registration Application of Public Owned Vehicles for the Township.  Cindy has the form and will work on getting these plates for our vehicles.   John called Stolly Insurance to inquire about the HB315 and they didn’t know what he was talking about.

     JD reported that some of the playground equipment is in and ready for the mulch.     
JD wanted to thank all that has helped work on the equipment, especially Jeff Johnson, he has helped Todd a lot at the park and also at the shop. Much appreciated. 

     Dumpster Day was a little slower this time.
     Kenny reported that Ray Hensley’s have completed the chip and seal of the driveways in the Cemeteries.  Kenny called and talked to them and they removed $950.00 from their bill as they did not do any masking to the fence or any monuments, so the charge was removed from their quote.
     Kenny brought up about the playground equipment, the monkey bars up by the basketball court, what are we going to do with them?  Those monkey bars will be removed from the park.
    Kenny reported that he still has not received any word back from Brian Schultz pertaining to the sewer project.  Kenny has sent him 3 emails at different times. 

     Kenny reported that the rubber mulch is supposed to be delivered tomorrow. 

     Kenny will be attending the Qrtly LCEMA Mtg on Wednesday.  They are still looking to fill the open position of administrative assistant. 
     Kenny reported that LUC will have a Zoning Training meeting on October 20 at the Logan Co Co-Op office.  Zoning Inspector, Dan Ackley and Trustee, JD Gibson are planning on attending this meeting.  The purpose of this meeting is to discuss agriculture. 

     Kenny reported that LUC will be having their 58th Annual Dinner meeting on Nov 20th at 6:30 p.m.  Tickets are $20.00 and Kenny had them if anyone is interested in attending.  Vic’s Home Cooking will be providing the meal. 
     Kenny brought up that in the Lodge there is some stains in some of the ceiling tiles, up by the ramp.  If it is from leakage then it should be leaking upstairs. Trustees will do some investigating into this.

     Kenny brought up that Trick or Treat will be on October 30, 2025 from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m.   Cindy asked if the Fire Department will be patrolling?  Chief said yes, they will be.  Cindy asked if we want to donate $50.00 to the department for patrolling?  John made a motion to donate $50.00 to the dept, seconded by JD.  John, yes, JD, yes and Kenny, yes.  
     Kenny had a donation for use of the CR from the donation box.  It was from Shelby Archer and on the envelope, she suggested that we put up a cork strip around the room to hang decorations since no one is to use tape on the walls.  After some discussion, Trustees thought it might cause more problems in the long run.  
     Cindy brought up that every Township was supposed to pass a Resolution stating that they would be establishing a Cybersecurity Policy before June 30, 2026. This Resolution was supposed to be passed by September 30, 2025.  But we never got any word on this until after our September Meeting. So, Cindy emailed Heidi down to the Ohio Township Association and told her we had already had our September meeting.  Heidi emailed back and said to pass the Resolution as soon as we could. 
     So, Mr. John Brose moved the following Resolution, seconded by Mr. John Gibson.  Brose, aye, Gibson, aye and Rosebrook, aye. 

                                           RESOLUTION 10-13-2025

RESOLUTION ADOPTING A CYBERSECURITY POLICY

WHEREAS, the State of Ohio has implemented Ohio Revised Code 9.64, enacted in HB 96 (136th G.A.), requiring all local governments and jurisdictions to establish a cybersecurity policy by September 30, 2025; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this requirement is to strengthen protections of public data, information systems, and technology resources from cybersecurity threats and risks; and

WHEREAS, the Perry Township Board of Trustees recognizes the importance of safeguarding sensitive and confidential information entrusted to Perry Township; and

WHEREAS, a draft Cybersecurity Policy has been prepared and reviewed by staff and is recommended for adoption as a framework for compliance with Ohio Revised Code 9.64 and HB 96; and

WHEREAS, the policy provides guidance on access control, system security, data protection, incident response, training, and vendor management, while requiring consultation with IT professionals and legal counsel for implementation and customization;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of Perry Township, Logan County, Ohio, that:

1. The attached Cybersecurity Policy is hereby adopted as the official policy of Perry Township.

2. This policy shall take effect immediately, with adoption required by September 30, 2025, and implementation of technical and training requirements no later than June 30, 2026, as provided by the Ohio Auditor of State.

3. The Board of Trustees shall distribute the adopted policy to all township departments, employees, and relevant contractors, and to ensure compliance in partnership with IT providers and legal counsel.

4. This resolution shall be in full force and effect upon its passage and adoption by the Perry Township Board of Trustees.

Passed and adopted this 13th day of October, 2025.

     Joyce Warner called Cindy and wanted to have her sister’s base, Judy Dunaway, looked at as it looks like there has been some bricks put down around the base, if we could look at it. She doesn’t want to cause any problem, but would like to have it looked at.
     John brought up that on Hefner Road, we just blacked topped the road but the culvert has been washed away.  Trustees need to go out and look at it. Figure out how to fix it.

     Nikki gave her monthly report.  The Lodge was rented 4 times, the CR was rented 10 times and the Park was rented 2 times.   Nikki said the bathroom walls at the park are starting to crack.  At the Lodge there is a ding in the wall up by the ramp.  And she has been approached about replacing the round tables in the CR to match the other tables in the room. Trustees will take this into consideration.     
     Mike Long was interested in seeing of there was any news on opening the closed alley between Foundry Street and S.R. 292?  John says No there was update, and does not think we can open it as it has been closed for more than 20 years. 

     Nikki brought up about something being done to her neighbors across the street.  They have a lot of junk out in their yard that needs to be removed and cleaned up.  This is the house that there was a drug bust in last month.  Zoning Inspector, Dan Ackley reported that he went to the house and talked to Angela Boger. Who owns the house and told her that it needed to be cleaned up?  Dan gave her 30 days to get it cleaned up.  Then her boyfriend moved back in and he doesn’t want to get rid of any of the junk.  His name is Will Sheets.  Will told Dan he was recycling this stuff.  Angela kept in contact with Dan and said she was trying to get it cleaned up.  She wants to get it cleaned up, then sell the place and moveout of East Liberty.  Dan contacted Aaron at LUC and, he told Dan after the 30 days and it’s not cleaned up, then it becomes and Township Trustees problem. The 30 days are up tomorrow. He told Dan that the Trustees could write up a letter and give her so many days and then go from there, and if it’s not cleaned up then further action will be taken.  Dan is going to contact Aaron of LUC again and see exactly what we need to do.   Trustees agreed to give Angela 15 more days to get it cleaned up.
    Fire Chief, Dan McElfresh, gave his monthly report: there was 15 runs in the last month.  None were missed, and no issues to report.  Chief went over the fill rate for the month.  Chief went over the maintenance/vehicle upkeep.  
     The department members completed 170 hours of training in September.  The department has a new member: Ann McElfresh a firefighter 2 /EMT-I. 
      Chief went over the monthly expenditures for the department.  
      Chief brought up about HB 96 pertaining to property tax.  For people to not pay property tax.  If this would pass, the Budget Commission could come in and take some of our money in our budget.  After some discussion, it was agreed that we need to meet with the County Auditor, maybe LUC and look into a new comprehensive plan.  Chief just wants to protect our money.  Is it too early to look into this?  We don’t think so.
      Chief reported that the old outdated turnout gear has been donated to Ohio Hi-Point EMS/Fire Program. 

     Chief reported that MSA repaired the thermal imaging camera on Engine 42 at a cost of $632.00.  The camera was operating what is known as “ghosting” for the image. This means it was taking one image and stacking it on top of the second image providing a distorted image instead of a clear image.  To replace that camera, it would cost $4,500.00 - $6,000.
     The department has been awarded the FEMA AFG grant for new SCBA packs, bottles and face pieces, we joined with 8 other fire departments in the county to apply for this grant.  With this grant being funded through FEMA and the current government shut down, no progress can be made on ordering the items at this time.  Chief will keep us updated on the progress of this grant. 

     Chief requested $399.00 for calibration gas to allow the fire department’s atmospheric monitors to be calibrated to provide proper readings.  He would like to have 2 for the fire trucks and 1 on the medic.  John made a motion for said purchase, seconded by Kenny.  John, yes, JD, yes and Kenny, yes. 

      Chief told the architect that we are putting the renovations on hold until we make some decisions on this HB 96 situation. 
     Renee had someone ask her what was going to be done with the Merry-go-round?  It 
was discussed as to putting it out for bids along with the monkey bars that are to be removed at the park.

     Zoning Inspector, Dan Ackley, gave his zoning report:  Ann Robison called about an agriculture permit, don’t need one.  Then Dan said the rest was already discussed about Angela Boger.        

       Kenny reported that he assisted Dan Ackley is applying to have his barn demolished. The paperwork was sent into LUC.  At first Heather told us it was not for barns.  Then in a couple of days Heather sent us another email stating that they are looking into including his application for consideration. 
     Mr. John Brose made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Mr. JD Gibson.  Brose, yes, Gibson, yes and Rosebrook, yes.
