+  0dd clothing for the time of year (e.g., long coats
or gloves being worn in the summer)

+  Lookouts

+  Checking alarms by bumping or hitting the
windows or bumpers for sensitivity

Garage door openers, house keys or vehicle
registrations left in your car can lead to
identity theft and residential burglary.

Vehicle Registration - Photocopy your
registration and black out the address. Keep
the copy, not the original, in your car.

Mail - Do not leave outgoing or incoming mail
in your car, especially where visible. This has
your name and address on it.

Garage Door Opener - Avoid leaving this in
your vehicle if possible.

Keys - Never leave keys in your car.
