*  Display posters throughout the

school announcing the author visit.  

 

*  Contact local media to cover the

event.  

 

*  Prep students by sharing the

author's bio and discussing the

author's books. 

 

*  Assign the author a school

chaperone/media person to take

pictures and video of students who

have parental permission to be

featured.
