1. What do you think would be the hardest thing about caring for a pet? 
2. Do you have a pet? What do you like most about caring for a pet? 
3. Have you ever had to do something you didn’t want to do, but needed to do it because it was good for you? 
4. Can you predict how Harry will get dirty?
