Dear Parishioners and Visitors of St. Adalbert & St. Casimir Parishes,

"I'm lost!" That is the cry of a young man who does not know the direction of his life. The
name of this young man is Rafael. Rafael is a sophomore in high school. He feels very lonely. It has
been difficult for him to make good friends. He doesn't know what he wants to do in his life. His
relationships at home are not that strong. His life seems to lack meaning. Rafael began to search for
a meaning for his life. He took a business class, thinking that he was going to be a CEO and make a
lot of money. Although he enjoyed the class and learned a lot, he was not satisfied with the idea of
having power and wealth alone. Rafael also played soccer and thought that he could be a
professional athlete and become famous. Although he had a lot of fun playing soccer and his team
won the championship, this fame did not satisfy him. If none of these things filled him, what could?

One day Rafael learned about a youth retreat in his parish and he decided to attend. He
didn't know if he was going to like it, but he was desperate and he thought he would at least try it.
During this retreat, he heard many talks about Jesus and how He loves us. He attended mass, spent
time in front of the Blessed Sacrament, and felt something beautiful that he had never felt before.
Jesus was introduced to him during this retreat and he began to reflect on his life through Jesus.
Jesus invited him into a relationship, to an intimacy, and thus, his life began to have a direction, it
began to make sense.

Next Sunday, the Third Sunday of Easter, we hear the gospel about an appearance of Jesus
to his disciples (Luke 24:35-48). Luke says that Jesus "opened their minds" (v.45). The disciples
were lost with lives that lacked meaning. Then Jesus came into their lives and they began to
interpret their lives through Him. Jesus gives meaning to our lives, He is the one who gives direction.
We, like Rafael, can seek our meaning in many places: business, fame, money, popularity, power,
etc. But within those things, we get lost. During this time of Easter, Jesus appears to enter our lives
again. If we see all that we are and do through Jesus, Jesus will direct our lives better, and we will
feel more satisfied. It is only in Jesus that we no longer feel lost. How do you experience the
presence of Jesus in your life? What does Jesus invite you to now? How does Jesus give you
direction in your life?
