“Alliance won their dispute against the employer regarding the 2022
financial gate. As a result, HNHP members will receive an additional bonus
up to the full amount for the 2022 payout, with those who worked less than
1800 hours receiving a prorated amount. The dispute struck down the
double gate — future PSP bonuses will be calculated in full if the region
exceeds the budgeted operating margin.”
