How to Cut the Hinge to Fit

A. Keep hinge in “door closed” position
(Fig. 1).

B. Determine whether this will be a right-
hand or left-hand installation.

IMPORTANT: Cut only one end of hinge.

Cut end will be installed at the bottom.

Keep original templated six-hole pattern at

top end of hinge.

NOTE: SL40 is non-handed and remains

non-handed after cutting.

C. Using a metal-cutting saw, begin the
cut through the gear cap first.

How to Cut the Hinge to Fit

A. Keep hinge in “door closed” position
(Fig. 1).

B. Determine whether this will be a right-
hand or left-hand installation.
