DirecƟons:  From Phoenix take 
State Route 87 to Payson. From 
Payson, take State Route 260 
east to the top of the Rim. Turn 
leŌ at the Woods Canyon Lake 
turnoff onto FR300 (the Rim 
Road). FR 300 intersects with 
FR34 at the T. Turn right at the T 
onto FR34. FR34 intersects with 
FR75 twice. Turn leŌ onto FR75 
at the second intersecƟon. In 
less than a mile you will see a 
road on the leŌ. Turn leŌ and 
take this road (a two-track) to 
Vincent Ranch.  

August Boot Camp 

PVCI is planning the next annual Boot Camp in conjuncƟon with 
AZGFD, the Arizona Elk Society and the Arizona Predator Callers 
(APC).  This is an in the field learning experience for both youths and 
adults. 

Saturday seminars will be hosted by PVCI on predator calling and a 
variety of other topics. Mid-day various groups will be paired with a 
mentor for a hands on predator hunt.  

If you would like to learn how to successfully call-in predators or 
have friends and family that would like to learn then be sure to pre-
register! 

Be sure to bring a stool/chair for the seminars and hunƟng as well as 
your calls, camouflage, firearms/ammo (shotgun or rifle), hunƟng 
license.  Meals will be provided during the weekend. 

The Boot Camp campsite will be held at the Vincent Ranch and is a 
free event for all youths and adults.  Camping is free but there is only 
room for tents and vehicles at the Ranch.  The Ranch is NOT big 
enough for RVs, large trailers, etc.  

Come on out and learn from hunters who have harvested many 
predators and get your quesƟons answered!
