Board Members are the decision-making core of PVCI & besides the duties that each position represents they are also
required to attend one extra Meeting on the third Wednesday of each month. There is a certain amount of prestige associated
with being a Phoenix Varmint Caller Officer or Board Member & you will go down in history as having been elected. The
PVCI Presidents especially not only have a place in history but there can also be some FAME that goes along with the
position. This is after all a fine Club that is known. If you would like to nominate someone, anyone to be elected to this
“Special Group” please do feel free to do so when the nominations are opened at the next few Club Meetings. You are of
course more than welcome to also nominate yourself. Here is a brief breakdown of the positions:

Treasurer: Receives all dues and other funds coming into this club then deposits them to this club’s account
immediately upon receipt. Keeps accurate records of all receipts and disbursements and is able to render an annual financial
statement. Also prepares a monthly report that is entered into the club’s minutes during the meetings. The Treasurer keeps
the Club’s checkbook and he/she pays all the bills incurred by the Club including rent, trophies, locker, mailbox, etc. and
responsible for the club’s non-profit status & records.

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RICK MACEY PREDATOR STORY

In the last issue Eddie talked a bit about coyote vocals. The use of vocalizations is a subject which I have been increasingly
pursuing. In this article 1 would like to share some of my experiences from the recent season. Sometimes I like to start a
stand with a single howl. Frequently I get responses from coyotes. This lets me know for certain coyotes are in the area.
Even if | fail to bring them in, | have a likely place to try for a later visit. My opening howls are not aggressive or threating,
and in fact most of the time | avoid aggressive vocals. When opening with a howl, | usually wait up to five minutes before
trying another sound. | simply wait and watch. On a hunt with a Marine friend named Ryan, | had a coyote charge in a
minute and a half after the opening howl. Ryan and | have a habit of shooting within the same second. Bamb Bamb. It is
always a wonder which of us got the animal. It was the same on this occasion. In December | was hunting with a friend
named Ken. There is a Tony Tebbe sound | use frequently called Teen Spirit. 1 usually play this sound midstand, but on
this occasion | used it as my stand starter. In a minute or two a coyote pair arrived in front of Ken. The closest one was
about thirteen yards, and Ken managed to miss it with his shotgun. Ooops! In early February I was at my brother’s home
near Santa Fe New Mexico. | opened with some howls which were answered. The distance seemed close enough | expected
the coyotes to appear. At midstand I played Teen Spirit or a yipping pair. | think | used another vocal late in the stand.
Ultimately the coyotes never showed up. | suggested to my brother we go over to the hills where the coyotes had responded.
I told him since we had no luck with non-aggressive sounds, | was going to use an aggressive sound. I played Tony Tebbe’s
Border War sound; it did not take long for two coyotes to show up. On a recent two day hunt | called in two coyotes, a
bobcat, and a grey fox. Vocals did not produce; [I do not think the coyote density was particularly good in our area. | never
heard coyotes either night while we slept]. | got the coyote and grey fox. The bobcat came from behind me. As | scanned
right and left, | saw nothing for about five minutes. The next time | looked to the right there was a bobcat about six feet
from me. | stared straight into his face and he stared straight into mine. | did not shoot at this range and figured | would not
have trouble collecting him as he departed. The bobcat finally took off. Once he was about thirty yards out a large cholla
and other vegetation shielded him. I moved to the side to get an angle on him. I had to take a “hail Mary” shot which did
not connect. Most of the coyote vocals | use are either Tony Tebbe sounds or from Predator Tactics. Keith Baker of
Predator Tactics can be seen frequently on Facebook videos. He really succeeds with the PT vocals. This is a great source
for learning how to use vocalizations. | intend to keep using vocals and hope to get better. Give it atry —you will probably
learn something.

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How We Cook Doves

Some dove hunters don’t enjoy eating the birds they have taken from their hunt. I haven’t had anyone
dislike how we cook our doves.

The first step after cleaning you birds is to cook the breasts in a pressure cooker if you happen to have
one. We like to put a shot or two of wine in the water. After the weight on the lid starts shaking around
remove from heat after 5 minutes. If you don’t have a pressure cooker use a tray for steaming vegetables
in a large pot to give them some steam for 10 to 15 minutes. The meat should come off the bone pretty easily. Now that you have
the meat off the bone put the two sides of the meat together and wrap with a strip of canned green chili pepper and bacon. A
toothpick skewered through holds everything together. Cook on a grill until the bacon is cooked and you’re done. As always when
eating doves beware of pellets that may be in the meat.

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PREDATOR SEASON IS WINDING DOWN, WHAT CRITTER DO | CALL NOW? WHY

SPRING TURKEY GOBBLERS OF COURSE! HERE’S A CRASH COURSE.

The month of March marks the end of predator calling for most PVCI members. Although coyote season is
open all year statewide with some exceptions (Refuges, etc.), most PVCI members lay low and let the coyotes
raise their pups during the warmer months of the year. They clean, reorder & replace ammo, calls, clothes and
other gear. Hunting vehicles, firearms, etc. are repaired and re-tested and many turn their attention to other
pursuits like looking for antlers, fishing, participating in the PVCI Spring-Summer family-oriented Club functions (introducing
your families, friends to the others & getting to know them) & hunting Spring Buffalo, Bear & Spring Turkey. This will be about
hunting Spring Turkey.

Learning to call & hunt the Spring Turkey Gobbler on a one-on-one basis is truly a Grand Experience. I wasn’t always hooked
on spring turkey hunting however | had never called in one at that time either. Now that | have called in a couple hundred birds. |
think that one of the main appeals of spring turkey hunting for me is the calling aspect of the hunt especially since | am a predator
caller, being able to call in anything has HUGE appeal to me. Add the fact that gobblers often gobble while approaching you and
that gobble is LOUD and often the closer they get the LOUDER they are, well it just helps to make things very exciting!!!

Let me tell you a story first. Have you ever received tag#l in the Big-Game Draw? | did one year on the Unit 27 Early Season
Turkey Hunt. My Buddy Hal L. received tag#2. We arrived the day before in the evening and right away set out to find some
roosting areas. Areas A, B, C and D. You always want more than one roosting area in case someone else is in your spot. Opening
morning sounded like Vietnam. There were shots ringing out seemingly everywhere. We went to Area: A and worked a gobbler
but the hens took it away. Area: B yielded nothing also. At Area: C, a gobbler sounded off. | worked my slate, clucking and purring
while Hal used his diaphragm. The gobbler got closer, and unlike in predator calling, the closer it got, the LOUDER it got! | did
not see it but eventually Hal shot, and we had one gobbler on the ground! Area: D was quiet. On the way back to camp, I stopped
Hal at the base of a hill and said that | would get out and try here, to come back after a couple hours. g

| headed up the hill. Once on top, | first did some clucking, then some light yelping & leaf scratching. |
repeated these actions as | advanced across the top & eventually heard a gobbler in the distance. |
advanced towards it & clucked & scratched the leaves, then shut up. In the turkey mating world, when
a gobbler wants to mate, he gobbles, & the hens come to him. Your challenge is to reverse nature &
make the gobbler come to you. This can be quite difficult which is why so many do not bring home birds.
The gobbler, thinking he’s hearing hens, gobbles again but only hears silence so it advances some more getting LOUDER as it
gets CLOSER (Surely it’s thinking, where did those hens go?) Eventually the gobbler ends up below a small hill. | can hear him
gobbling below, | can hear hens purring also. | yelp sparingly & he gobbles & invites me down. This goes on for some time. Then
| hear the gobbler LOUDLY coming up the hill. | get the shotgun pointed & ready & wait. It is coming GOBBLE, GOBBLE, GOBBLE!
Up he pops walking towards me. Then suddenly it turns to head back down the hill. | move slightly, put the bead on the neck,
not the head, it moves too much & not where the neck meets the body as you will likely also shoot some beard off & pull the
trigger, BOOM! Down the gobbler goes & | soon have it by it by its back legs with the chest facing towards me to keep the gobbler
pretty & not thrashing around breaking feathers in the leaves. The distance is 11 steps! Thank You Again Jesus!

***Spring Turkey Hunting for the Wild Turkey Gobbler is Exciting! It helps to know a few things though. How to identify sign,
knowing what calls to use, what shotgun and ammo to use, some turkey calling sounds.

Identifying Sign: A gobbler and even a jake or first year bird is bigger than a hen. The track is bigger and
you will often see. Gobblers and jakes also have beards that stick out from their chest, the jakes beard can
be very small looking like a bowtie in many instances. Perhaps 5% of hens also have beards. During the
spring season, only bearded turkeys are legal to shoot. This includes bearded hens. Gobbler poop looks
like the letter J while hen poop looks like a kernel of popcorn. When you find scratching in the leaves, it
can be extensive. The turkeys kick the leaves up behind them as they travel forward. If you find scratching
' at the base of a tree, the bird is usually a gobbler. Lots of turkey feathers and poop below a tree usually
indicate a roost tree or a place where the flock has spent the night and may come back too.

Knowing what calls to use and sounds to make: There are many different types of turkey calls and they all call turkeys some
with advantages and disadvantages. The diaphragm call fits in the mouth (for some) & you can make all the turkey sounds
without making any movements. The box call is an old traditional that is supposed to be one of the easiest calls to use but takes
movement to make it work. It supposedly can make all the sounds of the wild turkey also. | like and use the slate call of which
there are many varieties. Rock slate, copper, aluminum, crystal, glass, cherry wood, mahogany wood, carbon crystal, to name a




few. | personally use the aluminum slate. A slate call comes with the call and a striker and also requires movement to use. The
strikers also come in many varieties and are the individual voices of the call. Too me, the slate call is the easiest of the turkey
calls to use. There is also the push-pin call, and a few gimmicks like the fighting purr, the spit & drum, some kind of whine, etc.
What shotgun and ammo to use: For most adults, a 12ga. shotgun shooting Turkey load 4, 5 or 6 in 2-3/4”, 3” or 3-1/2” are the
normal. For the Youth, the 20 ga. shotgun shooting #3 Buckshot is normal. There are also many that use the bow & arrow.
Here are some of the basic hen turkey sounds, what they mean to me and when | use them.
Cluck: Basic communication used by both hens & gobblers the cluck to me is a reassuring sound that means that | am a turkey
and in the area and conditions are fine. | like to have a diagram call in my mouth so that when | get a gobbler close and he is
wondering, “Now where is that hen?” I can still make a reassuring sound without moving my hands to say that, “I’'m a turkey,
I’m a turkey over here.” Then the only hand movement needed is to squeeze that trigger finger!
Tree Yelp: Very light yelp made 1% thing in the morning to let a gobbler know that you are a hen and waking up. Makes the
gobblers go CRAZY!!I Only do a time or two then shut up and make him come look for you.
Mating Yelp: The main sound used by most turkey hunters to call in gobblers. The mating yelp tells the gobbler that you are a
hen and are ready for action. | use a lot while walking & prospecting trying to make a willing gobbler sound off. | am walking and
asking, “Are there any MEN out there?” I do not use his sound a lot once I find and am actually trying to get the gobbler to
approach. In the turkey world when the gobbler gobbles, the hens come to him. You need to reverse nature and make the gobbler
come to you. So I like to let the gobbler know that I am in the area an a little excited but........ My hope is that he knows where |
was, now he is coming to find me. If | act too excited, he may just stop advancing and wait for you to walk in to him.
Cutting: Very excited mating yelp. This sounds means that you are so ready for him that your tail is to one side. Can make
gobblers go CRAZY!!!
Lost Yelp: A string of 20 0 30 plain yelps that means that you are lost. Turkeys are flock birds so this is a good one to let a gobbler
know that there is a body out there. Can also call in hens and jakes.
Purr: Best done with a slate or diagram call this sounds means that you are satisfied & content and is another reassuring sound
that things are all okay.
Thrashing the leaves: When turkeys walk or feed they make sounds in the leaves. One of my favorite sounds once a gobbler
has heard me & is gobbling at me to come to him. Instead of me acting interested & answering him | instead just ignore him by
feeding, thrashing the leaves plus perhaps clucking & purring here & there. This frustrates gobblers.
Silence: One of the very BEST Kkiller sounds to be made in the turkey woods. Let the gobbler know that you’re a hen in the area
then be quiet & wait no matter how much he gobbles at you. Of course, he may approach silent also so keep your eyes open!
Deadly!
** Speaking of beautiful mounts most of the birds that | Kill are in beautiful condition. In fact of the 42 Gobblers & 1 bearded hen
that I have killed only a handful of mine have not been beautiful. My secret is that once | shoot and knock a gobbler down | don’t
just let it flop around. Instead, | get to it as fast as | can (even if it is just lying there still) and grab the gobbler by both feet. | then
hold it with its chest towards me and wait. If the gobbler isn’t already flapping, it will soon start to flap its wings. Just hold him
B out in front of you, up off the ground and wait until the wings stop flapping. The gobblers head should be
pointing down while this happens. If the head is raised up the gobbler may still have some spunk left.
§ Don’t let go of the gobbler if his head is up as it may leave the area! If you let the gobbler flop, it will
il damage many feathers. | have only seen 2 gobblers that when shot stayed still and didn’t start flopping
? around.
 *** Have a taxidermist already picked out if doing a full mount. In the Phoenix Metro area Top Knot,
Taylor-Made & Wings  Taxidermy are good choices. Most towns in Arizona outside of Phoenix with
taxidermist are also okay. In New Mexico be careful. | will hold back on saying names however check
the reviews of the taxidermist on the computer and stay away from the ones that have BAD reviews.
