		The HOA has written several letters about the siding on your chimney coming off and now vines growing to the top.  The only reason the siding would come off is if the plywood to hold it up is no longer strong enough to hold the nails.  This means there is rotting wood behind the siding and water is most likely coming into the chimney causing mildew or even mold issues which is not good for breathing.  Please remove, roundup or pour vinegar on the vines to kill them and then have the siding repaired ASAP.  

- Zachary Watkins - 5917 Sunday Drive (Line from tree to tree, wire fencing on side of house) 
	Dear Mr. & Mrs. Watkins,
		The HOA has written several letters about the line from tree to tree, the fencing laying on the side of your home and the dues due for 2022 not paid.  We are not trying to pick on you but living in a HOA neighborhood the rules have to be kept for all.  We realize you have already had extra charges added to  your account from the attorney to place a lien on your property and still nothing.  This is our last plea to collect the dues, have the line removed and get rid of the fence.  If those items are not done in two weeks we will give your case to the attorney to take further legal action.
