
Hi everyone,
 
Our Kensington Village HOA board meeting took place Tuesday, December 12th 2023 at the front field. Thanks so much to everyone in attendance for participating. Here are the minutes.

Meeting commenced at 6:01pm 
 
· The homeowners at 3306 Harrisburg Drive still have a trailer in their back yard that is visible from the street. They were sent a letter regarding the issue in September but this a long-standing issue that has been resurfacing periodically for at least the past four years. It was voted on and decided to follow the advice of the HOA's lawyer that a violation meeting will be scheduled to see if any resolution can be found before submitting the case to the lawyer.
· The homeowners at 3522 Harrisburg Drive have trimmed their bushes back slightly but they still protrude into the sidewalk and obstruct the walkway. It was noted that the Town of Hope Mills is involved and the HOA is petitioning them to come out in person to judge whether the bushes have been cut back enough. The aesthetics committee will inspect the bushes in question over the next week and provide their verdict. It was decided that the decision over next actions will be tabled until after the Town of Hope Mills have visited and the aesthetics committee has come to a decision.
· It was noted that HOA president Alethia Weston will be meeting with the Department of Transportation next week to discuss the amount of compensation that will be offered to Kensington Village for the reconstruction work that will need to be done on the front of the neighborhood when Camden Road is widened.
· It was noted that the homeowner at 5902 Armour Avenue has a large trailer on their driveway. It is believed that the storage facility this trailer was housed in has recently been closed. It was decided that, in light of the holiday season, the HOA will wait until after Christmas and if the trailer is still there a letter will be sent on December 27th.
· One board member requested further information on how to reach the Town of Hope Mills regarding getting speed bumps/humps on the other side of Harrisburg Drive, noting that routinely he observes people driving at high speeds and/or texting while driving.  It was recommended that this board member complains to the Department of Transportation and the Town of Hope Mills on this issue, stating that there must be a point of interest at the monthly town hall meeting and then, if voted on, a speed study must be conducted in the neighborhood. Depending on what the study shows the speed humps or bumps are approved or not approved. It was suggested that if speed humps are preferred to speed bumps to get the fire department involved because typically they do not like driving the trucks over steep speed bumps such as those installed in Kensington Village because they damage the trucks.
