1. First, we discussed 6008 Cheswick Place (Luke and Sarah Saggars).  Their dogs continually get out and the homeowners are not doing anything about it.  The HOA has written a letter to the homeowners for a meeting with no answer, animal control has been called several times, the police have been called on several occasions and a few homeowners have spoken with the homeowners personally.  A motion was made to ask the homeowners to remove their pets, the motion was seconded, and a vote was taken and the majority of the members voted in agreement to ask for the removal of the pets.
2. Next, we discussed unpaid monies from 2024.   The choices were:
a. File a claim at the courthouse 
b. File a lien on the property
c. Send them to a collection agency
A motion for the collection agency was made and seconded and unanimously it was voted to send them to the collection agency.  Collections agency was voted because they nick their credit and may get their attention.
3. A few homeowners have complained and sent pictures about parking on the grass.  The board has voted to send a reminder to everyone that parking on the grass is not allowed at any time.  If they need more parking they can park up front at the field or if only for a short time they can park on the street.
4. A letter to all homeowner is going to be sent saying, “If you are renting your home you MUST register the home with the HOA to include your new information and the tenants information.”
5. On Cheswick and Harrisburg there are pot holes.  The town of Hope Mills has been called several times.  The streets are public and the HOA does not have any power over the Town of Hope Mills but a suggestion was made that if everyone calls it may help hurry the repair.
6. An issue was brought to the board about e-bikes.  Since this is a new situation and it is not specified in the covenants a discussion was made.  Normally kids ride bikes to the field and play soccer or volleyball but they don’t actually ride around on the field so when a kid riding a e-bike on the field came about it brought questions.  A few options were brought up:
a. Allow bicycles to ride on the right side of the trees only
b. If there is not a problem let’s wait till there is one
c. Make the park pedestrian only
Not enough votes for any of the above so this topic was tabled for now.
7. Darnell asked to be reinstated.  A motion was made to reinstate him and the majority voted yes.
