The board sent a letter to the Brandt’s and we had a meeting on the 9th to vote what to do about the pets and the vote was the two large dogs had to be removed.  We assumed the Brandt’s got the letter but did not respond but the next day on the 10th Mrs. Brandt called and said she did get the letter and would love to meet the board so a meeting for the 16th was made.
The meeting began with Mr. & Mrs. Brandt explaining that their pets were getting out several ways: One is their 5 year old has learned how to unlock the child safety locks, another way was the gate was broken and the final way was when you drive up into the garage and the door from the house to the garage is open they escape.  Mr. & Mrs. Brandt then explained they have taller latches so the 5 year old cannot reach, they put a padlock on the gate and will pay more attention when opening the garage door.
A homeowner who has had several instances explained the terror they have been put through not to mention other homeowners in the neighborhood. 
· While walking home from a walk the dogs got out and chased Mrs. Sherman up the front stairs and she tripped and got scraped up while her husband was trapped by the garage door.  The homeowner drove up in her van and called the pets but they were not responsive.  The police and animal control was called.
· The neighbor beside the Brandt’s said the dogs were in her back yard and she has a small dog and was afraid they would kill her dog
· The dogs started chasing Zandria and her daughter but then they saw another target and left them 
· Miyoko Yarnell was walking her two dogs and they came after her.  She screamed and yelled and they kept going around her when a lady in a car put her and her dogs in her car and drove her home.  A few minutes after coming home the dogs showed up at her house on Lillian.  Again Mrs. Brandt came with her van and put her dogs in her car.  Juanita Richard, Mrs. Yarnell’s daughter spoke with her about this and told her that this is not acceptable.  The police and animal control was called.
· On the 5th of June Mr. Sherman called and said the dogs got out again.  He was out to eat but the neighbor called him.
· The pets were out and Mr. Sherman was trying to take a picture of him and they came toward him when he was in his garage.  He fell and while on his back they were biting towards him but he was kicking them away.  Again they call the pets but they were not listening.
The board as a whole felt that the Brandt’s knew of how many instances there were and actions were not taken.  It was noted that the verocity of the pets is endangering the neighborhood and that it is not about like or dislike the pets or owners it is now about safety and the board did not want to wait until something more drastic happens before they act.  Also, it was brought up that after all the instances the Brandt’s never apologized or came to speak to any of the homeowners.
Several ideas were brought up like dog training but the vote was taken and it was voted the two large dogs have to be removed ASAP.  If the Brandt’s remove the one year old pet and send him away to training for 60 days the board can revisit on the pet but the black dog has to go for good.  The 60 days is not a guarantee the pet can come back it was just a revisit.
