$7 Half Pints 
This Imperial Stout was aged in rum barrels and is 

surprisingly smooth for a full-bodied stout. Smoked 
peppercorns and roasted malt compliment the spicy rum 

barrel for a lingering warmth.  
10% ABV   

 
Dark horse “sapient” Belgian Tripel 

$8 Pints 
Brewed with a traditional Trappist yeast strain, the flavors 
are incredibly complex with notes of mild fruit and finish 
with a bit of clove. Although this beer is higher in alcohol 

it is very smooth and finishes dry on the pallet. 
9.5% ABV 

 

eastern Market Raspberry gose 
$8 Pints 

This gose-style sour ale is brewed with red raspberries and 
pink Himalayan sea salt. It’s a little bit tart, a little bit 

sweet, and a LOT refreshing.

Roak “Little saint Nick” cranberry gose 
$7 Pints / $24 Pitchers 

The tart intensity of this beer submits to a light addition of 
pink Himalayan sea salt. This gose subtly presents the 

complexity of the cranberry and offers a crisp sensation of 
malted white wheat to the palate.

$7 Pints / $24 Pitchers 

70+ brings a classic, straight down the middle pilsner malt 
bill with a more classic aggressive 72 IBU providing the 

traditional bitter balance of the style. Using a combination 
of Columbus and Simcoe hops for their pine/resiny notes 

along with Amarillo for citrus and floral notes, Old 
Nation’s brewers added the proprietary Idaho 7 for a new-

school tropical twist.

grand armory “wheeZin’ THE JUICE” N.E. IPA 
$6 Pints / $20 Pitchers 

A juicy IPA for nugs, chillin’, and grindage. The mosaic 
and citra dry hop makes you feel like you’re in Encino, 

sneaking slushy pulls right off the machine.

Ellison amber ale 

$5 Pints / $17 Pitchers 
Beautifully colored Amber Ale greets you with an aroma of 

fruit and biscuits. With your first sip you’ll notice the 
amount of roasted malts and honey malts that went into 

making this beer. The finish is pleasantly sweet
