Other women stepped up to
look after the workers’ children.
Other women gathered to roll
bandages and knit socks, scarves,
undershirts, and hats to supply
whatever was needed by those on
the front line. They wrote letters
of comfort and encouragement to
their loved ones which gave them
strength.

Still others here at home creat-
ed new recipes and liberally shared
them so that the limited resources
available could be resourcefully
used to feed their families well.

Many families turned their
lawns into gardens to help feed
the troops and others. Women who
raised their children mostly with-
out a partner during the war and, if
they were blessed enough to have
their husbands return, had to raise
their families with a totally differ-
ent person than the one who left.

The women of Canada and the
rest of the world were so resilient,
stoic, and creative. They came up
with many unique solutions for the
problems that arose during those
horrible times. They were and are
the solid foundation that created
families, communities, societies,
and countries that are a blessing to

this world.
