santa Maria is a rare combination
of peaceful and challenging

Tucked away in the southern edge of Louisiana’s
Capital City (Baton Rouge) lies one of the area’s golfing

treasures known as Santa Maria Golf Course.

This Robert Trent Jones Sr. design is laid out over 150
acres and features championship-level golf in a peaceful
setting. The facility is owned and operated by BREC
(Baton Rouge Recreation and Park
Commission). The course opened in /<
1986 as a privately owned facility, but Bg‘;/
shortly thereafter it was acquired by
BREC.

The par-72 course features rolling terrain with the tips
playing just under 7,000 yards.There are stately oak and
pine trees on the course along with 14 lakes. In addition,
Manchac Bayou and Ward Creek also come into play.

With its challenging bunkering and risk-and-reward
par-5s, the tract is a perfect combination of beauty and bite
despite some of the holes winding through the neighboring
subdivision. The course rewards creativity, demands focus,
and offers the kind of experience that keeps players
returning to challenge the course and themselves.

Santa Maria features a full driving range, an impressive
short-game practice area and practice putting green. There
is also a fully-stocked pro shop as well as a clubhouse grill.

The facility has received national accolades for being
affordable (normal green fees for 18 holes and a cart range
from $52-$62) and in great shape year round.

In addition to the great normal rates, there are also
discounts for 9-hole rounds, seniors, juniors and twilight
rounds.Tee times can be made online at golf.brec.org.

Santa Maria is conveniently located one mile off
Highland Road (Exit 166 from I-10).
