Illness/Medication Policy

Please advise the Childcare prior to 8:00 a.m. if a child will not be attending daycare due to illness so we can look out for signs of spreading illness. 

Pryor Family Child Care operates a well-child home.  This means that a minor cold is not in terms for exclusion, however, there are certain circumstances where a child cannot attend. If your child has any symptoms (exclusions are based on symptoms, not cause) of an illness listed, but not limited to the illnesses below, they must remain out of care for a full 24 hours after the last symptom, without the use of medication. No exceptions will be made! This is to protect the other children in care.

PARENT/GUARDIAN(S) AGREE TO KEEP THEIR CHILD(REN) AT HOME OR PICK THEM UP WITHIN 1 HOUR FOR THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO:  

    * Pain-any complaints of unexplained or undiagnosed pain
    * Fever of 100.0 degrees F or higher
    * Uncontrollable cough
    * Sore throat or trouble swallowing
    * Headache or stiff neck
    * 2 or more loose stools in 24 hours.  Teething is not an exception-serious illness cannot be ruled out.
    * Nausea or vomiting in 24 hours
    * Severe itching of body or scalp
    * Known or suspected communicable disease
    * Any type of unexplained body rashes
    * Red eyes that have discharge or are crusting (Conjunctivitis)
    * Green discharge coming out of nose
    * Head lice, scabies
    * Any time that the child cannot participate in activities; if they cannot participate, they are not well enough for care.

Hand, foot, and mouth disease
If your child/ren contract Hand, Foot, and Mouth disease, they must remain out of care until ALL blisters have popped and are scabbed over. No exceptions will be made. 

Influenza
If your child/ren is diagnosed with the flu, they must stay out a minimum of 7 days from the onset of symptoms. They must be fever and symptom free before returning. Please notify me if your child/ren is diagnosed with influenza so that I can properly disinfect 

In certain situations, a medical form must be obtained before your child can be re-admitted into care. These forms require a written diagnosis from the child's physician and must state the following information:
-the diagnosis
-the treatment
-length of recommended exclusion
Even with a doctor’s note, it is up to the provider to decide if your child may be readmitted into care.

****Children must be symptom free for a full 24  hours after symptoms have stopped, without the aid of symptom relieving medications no matter what the cause is.  Don’t confuse this with the onset of symptoms, meaning 24 hours after the child’s symptoms have disappeared without medication. **

If the provider has a confirmed communicable disease, parent/guardian(s) will be notified, and alternate care must be made.  This is a rule of the state of CA.

Parent/guardian(s) must inform the provider within 24 hours of a diagnosis of a serious illness or contagious disease of a communicable nature in the family.  This is to protect our providers’ family and the other children in our care.  

The provider will inform you if a child in care is sent home with a communicable disease.

If a child is just not feeling well, the provider will contact you and it will be up to the parent/guardian if they want to pick their child up.

If the provider or any member of the providers family becomes ill, the provider will notify the parent/guardian and it will be up to the parent/guardian if they want to drop off or pick up. If it is a communicable disease, the provider will close.


CARE OF A SICK CHILD AND NOTIFICATION OF PARENTS

If your child does become ill while in the providers care, the provider will make every effort possible to keep your child comfortable until somebody can pick your child up.  Parent/guardian(s) further agree should a child become ill while in care, that immediate arrangements will be made for your child to be picked up within one hour.  In an event that the provider cannot contact you, the provider will contact an emergency person for pick-up.

Please respect the providers illness policy.  This policy is put in place to protect not only your child, but all families that attend the daycare.  This is group care and the needs as a group take priority.  Illness can spread quickly from one person to another.  If a child is not well enough to participate in daily activities or go outside, they are not well enough to attend daycare!
COVID PLAN
Monitoring symptoms of Covid-19
1) Families are required to do a health check before arrival.  In addition, children will have a visual assessment during arrival with continual observation throughout the day
Practicing social distancing
1) Outdoor play and activities when possible
2) Children will be spaced a minimum of 6’ apart at nap time
Ensuring hygiene and sanitation
1) Sanitation will take place throughout the day
2) Toys will be sanitized throughout the day as needed
Using equipment including PPE
1) Masks are available
2) Gloves will be worn by me when bodily fluids are present
3) The children and I will wear masks when in an enclosed place
Protocols for communication with families
1) Parents will be notified if symptoms are observed
2) Parents must pick up within 1 hour of being notified
3) The illness policy in the parent handbook will be followed
4) Parents will be notified if anyone in my household displays any symptoms
  I also have a copy of LARA’s guidelines for safe childcare operations during Covid and have shared them with families.
Isolation Protocol
1) Children will be placed away from the other children until they are picked up if symptomatic.

I will rely on health officials as far as excluding children regarding Coronavirus as well as closures of my childcare regarding Coronavirus


**To remain in business, payments are due regardless of attendance or closures**



MEDICATION POLICY

Prescription medications will only be given to a child in care under the following conditions:

* Medication, prescription, will be given or applied only with prior written permission from the parent.  Forms will be provided to the parent and must be filled out completely before the provider will administer medication.  These forms need to be updated periodically; the provider will give the parent/guardian a new form when needed.

*  All prescription, need to be in the original container and labeled with your child’s name.

*  Prescription medications need to have the pharmacy label indicating the physician’s name, child’s name, instructions, and name and strength of the medication and will be given in accordance with those instructions.

* All medications will be given according to directions on the original container unless otherwise authorized by a written order of the child’s physician.

*Fever/pain reducers will not be given at all under any circumstances.  If your child requires the use of pain/fever reducers, they are not well enough to attend.  Please do not give your child medication before coming to the daycare, it will eventually wear off, and your child will be sent home.  Doing so could be immediate grounds for termination.

* IMMUNIZATIONS: Your child MUST be kept at home for a minimum of 24 hours after they have received immunizations. This is to make sure that your child will be home in case of a reaction to an immunization.  Fridays are a good time to make appointments for immunizations, many children feel ill after they have received them.  

*Antibiotics
    Children that are put on a new regimen of antibiotics must be excluded from daycare for the first 24 hours of starting the dosage. This is to minimize the risk of infection to other children as most antibiotics take a full 24 hours to take effect and render the infection incommunicable.  It also helps minimize the risk of the child having a severe allergic reaction to the antibiotic while at daycare.  Children exhibiting symptoms for exclusion due to antibiotics must still follow the illness policy.
