Even though the car is
not close to the recommended service mileage to
change the oil, should it be changed before it's put it
away for the long winter storage?

When oil
sits for a while, combustible gases can build up mak-
ing it more acidic by raising the PH level. By replacing
the oil, you greatly reduce this process and help keep
the lubricating properties intact. Besides, you'll sleep
better not tossing and turning every winter night with
your brain saying, “I should have changed that oil.”
