ALL: A Scout is courteous. 
READER 2: Kindness is the way people show respect for others. 
ALL: A Scout is kind. 
READER 3: Life is filled with things that we must do whether we like 
them or not. One of the marks of growing up is to willingly accept 
responsibilities. 
ALL: A Scout is obedient. 
READER 3: Our moods make our days. If we are grouchy, our day is 
gloomy. If we are happy, the day is always happier.
