This is a combined course of English 1101 and English 0999 (co-requisite Learning Support class). While assignments for English 0999 will be embedded in English 1101, you will receive individual grades for English 1101 (3 credit hours) and English 0999 (2 credit hours). For ONLINE classes, all work for both classes will be conducted in the D2L/ Brightspace English 1101 course.
ENGL 1101 – English Composition I (Online) Credit: 3 hours
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This is an Area A Core Curriculum Course, a composition course focusing on skills required for effective writing in a variety of contexts, with emphasis on exposition, analysis, and argument, and also including introductory use of a variety of research skills.
Lecture/ lab Hours: Three hours lecture and activity per week. PREREQUISITES: Admissions guidelines and entrance placement tests
CO-REQUISITES: This section of English 1101 requires a co-requisite class, English 0999.

ENGL 0999 – Support for English Composition I (Online) Credit: 2 hours
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This Learning Support course is intended to provide co-requisite support for students requiring remediation in reading and/or writing while they are enrolled in ENGL 1101 – English Composition I. Topics will parallel topics being studied in ENGL 1101 as well as the essential reading and writing skills needed to be successful in ENGL 1101. Taken with ENGL 1101, this is a composition course focusing on skills required for effective writing in a variety of contexts, with emphasis on exposition, analysis, and argumentation, and also including introductory use of a variety of research skills.
Lecture/Lab Hours: Two hours per week.

CO-REQUISITES: This course is a co-requisite class for English 1101
Required Prerequisites/Co-requisites: Students placed in Learning Support (English) are required to take the English Learning Support class English 0999 as a co-requisite for English 1101 until they have successfully completed English 1101 with a grade of A, B, or C. Students whose SAT,

ACT, or MGA Placement scores have exempted them from taking English Learning Support classes are eligible to take ENGL 1101 without the co-requisite.
Exit Requirements: All students must complete ENGL 1101 with a grade of A, B, or C to exit LS English requirements, proceed to ENGL 1102, and receive Area A1 credit.
30-Hour Rule: In accordance with Board of Regents policy, students must complete ENGL 1101 and ENGL 1102 before earning thirty hours of course credit.
Regents Exemption: Students who complete both ENGL 1101 and ENGL 1102 with grades of A, B, or C have fulfilled the University System of Georgia Regents Reading and Writing Requirements.

a. analyze, or interpret evidence or arguments, in order to formulate and support new arguments or solve problems (MGA General Education Learning Goal III, Critical Thinking),
b. demonstrate a collegiate competency to read critically and to communicate ideas in well- developed written forms (MGA General Education Learning Goal A1 [Communications]),
c. understand rhetorical contexts for their writing by establishing the writer’s role, the audience, and the purpose of the project,
d. use recursive processes that include collecting information, focusing, ordering, drafting, revising, and editing,
e. demonstrate the techniques and skills of research, integration of source material, and documentation,
f. read and respond to various texts for purposes of interpretation, analysis, synthesis, evaluation, and judgment,
g. use conventions of writing mechanics, usage, and style to communicate effectively for the given audience, purpose, and format
h. (guidelines recommended by the Board of Regents Advisory Committee on English).

ASSIGNMENTS in English 1101 and 0999
English 1101:
· Essays
All essays (minimum 500 words each) must be completed in order to pass the class. Each essay should be original to this class (do not recycle essays from a previous time). Each essay will be graded on both content and form and should demonstrate the writer’s ability to generate ideas and plan the essay topic, to restrict a general topic for essay development, to show some consideration of audience, to state a precise thesis which demonstrates the purpose of the essay, to support the thesis with relevant sub-ideas, to order the ideas within the paragraphs and within the essay as a whole in a coherent and unified manner, to demonstrate some maturity in the presentation of ideas and some sophistication in style, to show basic skills in researching out-of-class papers, and to keep editorial errors to an absolute minimum. ROUGH DRAFTS OF ALL ESSAYS IN ENGLISH 1101 SECTION 08A WILL BE SUBMITTED TO ENGLISH 0999 SECTION 08A FOR A TUTORING/ SUPPORT/ EXPANDED LEARNING SESSION PRIOR TO THE ESSAYS BEING REVISED AND SUBMITTED FOR A GRADE IN ENGLISH 1101.
· Discussions
The Discussion Board will be open during each Unit where students will discuss assigned readings; topic prompts will be available in each Discussion Topic.
· MLA Documentation Exams
There will be online exams focusing on MLA Documentation
· Final Exam
The final exam will be an essay that you write online under timed conditions (2 hours).
English 0999:
· Drafting and Revising of Essays
Essays developed in English 1101 will be workshopped in English 0999 during a tutoring session, with a focus on learning how to draft, organize, revise, proofread, avoid grammatical errors, and use research sources.

· Quizzes
The course will cover editing and style issues, and you take several online quizzes over this material.
Growth Mindset Journal
Students will keep a weekly journal (type your weekly entries in a WORD document and upload it at the end of the semester based on posted due date). There should be a minimum of 6 entries in your journal (roughly one per week). Each entry should be at

least 325 words in length. The journal will be graded on participation (counting the number of entries and the word count for each).

Incompletes: I’s or Incomplete grades are given at the discretion of the instructor, normally under the following circumstance only: when the student has done significant work toward the completion of the course (missing only one assignment or test) and is interrupted from finishing the course by a serious issue.

COURSE POLICIES
· Attendance
“Presence” in an online class is measured by work that you engage in and submit weekly that is time-stamped. As the course begins, in order to be counted as “present” in the course and to avoid being reported as a “no show,” you must complete the “Start Here” items in the course, including posting an introduction of yourself and completing the “Entry Quiz” with a score of 100 by the no-show deadline. Simply logging in the course will not allow you to be counted as “present.” If you are reported as a "no-show," you will be dropped from English 1101 and English 0999.

After no-show reporting, you will complete online tasks and assignments weekly in order to be present and engaged. If you do not attend, your grade will be negatively affected as a result of missed or late work. If you withdraw from the course or stop attending, your last day of attendance will be the date you last submitted time-stamped work (discussion post, written assignment submission, quiz attempt, etc.). Late papers (essays or paragraphs) will be penalized 5 points for each CALENDAR day late. If late work is not turned in within one week (7 calendar days) of the original due date, you may fail the assignment. No work or late work will be accepted after the LAST

DAY OF CLASSES. The final exam CANNOT be made up AFTER the final exam period assigned for our class has passed.
· Academic Honesty (Plagiarism and/or Cheating of any kind)
One concern in this class is the smooth integration of quoted material into essays and the appropriate documentation of any sources used in writing. All work submitted by you is expected to be the result of your own thought, research, and self-expression. Plagiarism is the unauthorized use of someone else's ideas, wording, data, or other materials (for example: one plagiarizes if one uses part of a paragraph or even a sentence or phrase from a book, an article, or another essay [whether online or in print] or any other source WITHOUT clearly and appropriately citing that material's source, AND, if quoting the material word for word, WITHOUT putting the quoted material within QUOTATION MARKS). The minimum penalty for plagiarism in this class is a “0” on the assignment.
Depending on the severity or repetition of the academic infraction, plagiarism in this class may be grounds additional penalties, including failure of the course and/or further penalties to be determined by the Dean of Students. Beyond plagiarism, any other form of cheating will not be tolerated and is grounds the same penalties as noted above. A plagiarism prevention service is used in evaluation of written work submitted for this course. As directed by me, students are expected to submit or have their assignments submitted through the service in order to meet requirements for this course. The papers will be retained by the service for the sole purpose of checking for plagiarized content in future student submissions.
