Rationale:
In evaluating this student’s paper, I followed some of the suggestions made by Elbow and in the class lecture notes. I read the paper twice, once to get an idea of the topic and the second time to gain a better understanding of the student’s voice. One thing the reading talked about specifically Elbow (n.d.) was taking time to read the assignment – ideally not late at night when your eyes and brain are tired as well as your mood, which could be “grumpy” (Elbow (n.d., 293). I graded the paper early in the morning during my usual “work time” between 5 am – 7 am. I tend to get my best work done without any distractions from family or my phone. 
In writing the comments, this line from Elbow’s (n.d., 293) “read them through a distorting lens of resistance or discouragement – or downright denial” was at the forefront of my mind. I ultimately decided to create a relationship with this student from their previous writing assignments. This relationship established a system of colors, notations, and comments to help the student receive the feedback in a more positive way. Additionally, the variation of feedback also allows the student to receive it in a different way. 
Lastly, since this was the final draft, the work has gone through a review process. I mentioned the improvements from that process to build the student’s confidence and help the student process the areas that are more critical of their writing.
