If puppy is being shipped by ground or air transportation, the full remaining balance is due 14 days before puppy is to be shipped. This is to be able to reserve a flight or ground transportation that is needed for the puppy.
Registration: Full or Limited AKC Registration is to be discussed between seller and buyer.
All payments are to be made via Cashiers Check, Venmo, or Zelle
Health Guarantee: 2 Year Genetic Health Guarantee
I/we agree that the puppy is being sold in good health, having determined by visual inspection that the puppy is in good weight and show no signs of ill health or parasites. The buyer agrees to take the puppy to a veterinarian within 3 days (72 hours) of purchase for a general health checkup and a stool sample check to make sure the puppy has no internal parasite. Seller has provided Buyer with vaccinations/deworming records for the puppy.
Buyer must ensure puppy receives 3 series of Vaccinations given 3 weeks apart, to be completed by 16 weeks of age. Rabies shot is usually given at 16 weeks of age, but due to recent studies that suggest the rabies shot in some cases can trigger growth problems in Great Danes and I suggest waiting until the puppy is at least 8 months of age. 

I/we agree to give proper care emotional, physically and nutritionally as well as keeping all medical up to date including vaccination, heartworm prevention, flea/tick control and any emergency care/treatment needed. The buyer agrees to seek medical treatment upon first detection of illness.
This puppy is guaranteed to be in good health at the time of pick up or delivery.
This guarantee is for genetic or congenital health problems only. This guarantee does not cover health problems that are common among the breed. “Common problems such as Hypoglycemia, Diarrhea, Wormy Stool, Cherry Eye, Coccidiosis, Kennel Cough, Ear Mites, External Parasites, Stress due to shipping or new home.”
[bookmark: _Hlk123930353]The Seller agrees to provide the following health warranty only: No other health warranty or guarantee- expressed or implied- is provided. This health guarantee covers only the following life threatening genetic diseases:

Severe Hip Dysplasia     Severe Elbow Dysplasia     Mega Esophagus     Cardiomyopathy

Addison’s Disease     	Wobbler’s Syndrome	

Should said puppy develop any of the above listed genetic diseases which makes it necessary to euthanize said puppy before it is 2 years of age (24 months), the Seller agrees to replace the puppy with another of the same color and sex once the seller has one available.
Replacement puppy will be mutually agreed upon both breeder and buyer. It is also understood that the puppy may not be from the same parents as the original puppy.

This guarantee covers only replacement puppy. All veterinarian fees or other expenses incurred will be the Buyers responsibility. There will be no refunds or reimbursements of any money for veterinary bills or other expenses incurred by the buyer.
Buyer is responsible for all transportation costs to and from seller for replacement puppies.
All items covered under this guarantee are by replacement only. No refunds are given. The replacement puppy will be of equal pedigree, health, and temperament.
This guarantee applies to the original puppy only and is nontransferable to a second party.

Prior to replacement, the Buyer agrees to provide all health records showing the puppy/dog has received the appropriate care/vaccinations/deworming mentioned above, Along with a written diagnosis from a licensed veterinarian, specifically describing which disease has been diagnosed and how the diagnosis was confirmed. The seller reserves the right to also request any information on treatments that are available. The Buyer agrees to send a copy of all veterinarian reports, findings and test results to the Seller via email or US mail, postmarked no later than 7 days from the date the puppy was euthanized or this health guarantee is void. If the puppy dies before the age of 2 (24 months), a necropsy must be performed and samples of organ tissues must be sent off to a licensed veterinary lab at buyer’s expense to determine the exact cause of the puppy/dogs death and results sent to the breeder immediately once received. If results come back showing the puppy/dog died from Cardiomyopathy, then the Seller agrees to replace the puppy with another of the same color and sex once the seller has one available.
 Seller does not guarantee health problems arising from trauma, abuse or failure to maintain general health care of the dog. Seller does not guarantee against accidental death (unless the puppy dies during shipping, then Seller agrees to replace the puppy with another puppy from the same litter or with the next available litter and buyer agrees to pay for any shipping fees for a new replacement puppy), environmental based problems, non-genetic issues, theft, or loss of dog due to anything other than what is stated in this contract. This warranty also does not include allergy or shedding issues, temperament or size issues, skin problems (such as acne or demodectic mange), HOD (Hypertrophic Osteodystrophy), PANO (Panosteitis), OCD (Osteochondritis Dissecans), Bloat, seizures, viral or bacterial illnesses, infections, improper bites, ear infections, hernias, hypoglycemia, Giardia, Coccidiosis, worms or parasites of any kind. It also does not include any illness due to the ingestion of foreign objects, food, chemicals, physical injury or issues of unknown origin or that may have an environmental link. Upon execution of this contract all veterinary care and associated costs are the sole and exclusive responsibility of the BUYER.

All puppies are sold as pets only, unless otherwise stated by seller. Seller does not guarantee the adult size or weight of the puppy once fully grown.
If sold with a limited registration the dog is NOT to be used for breeding. It has been explained to the buyer and it is understood that no offspring of this dog can be registered by the AKC. The buyer also agrees to spay/neuter the dog NO earlier than 18 months of age. Proof of the spay/neuter must be scanned & emailed to the seller within 7 days of the surgery. Once seller receives proof of spay/neuter, seller agrees to send AKC limited registration papers to buyer. The Buyer binds themselves to take proper precautions that the dog is not accidentally bred or used for breeding before being altered. If sold with Full registration, Buyer agrees not to breed any female dog/puppy before 18 months of age MINIMUM and not to exceed 4 litters total during the dog’s lifetime. If the dog is bred and/or produces puppies on limited or before 18 months old (females), the Buyer agrees to pay the Seller an additional $1500.00 cash and return the dog and all puppies back to the seller. Seller does not guarantee the breeding quality of any puppy or adult.
All puppies are sold on a RETURN CONTRACT. 
All puppies must have Teton Valley in their AKC registered name. This shows which breeder the puppy came from. No other kennel name or initials is to be added to AKC registration.
The dog shall reside with the Buyer.
The Buyer shall notify the Breeder immediately if the dog cannot be kept by the Buyer.
The Buyer is responsible for all shipping fees for any puppy to be returned to the Breeder.

The buyer agrees not to permanently confine this Great Dane with a chain/cable/rope in the yard or in the home.
The dog shall not be sold, transferred, or given to any individual or to any retail or wholesale establishment for the purpose of sale or resale to the public or to any research institution where medical experimentation or other practices take place.
All puppies/dog are not to be placed in a shelter or humane society.
The Buyer and Breeder agree to keep each other informed of their current addresses.
The Buyer agrees that it is the Buyer’s responsibility to accept the dog as described. 
The Buyer may return the dog to the Breeder at any time and for any reason.
The Buyer agrees to sign the necessary papers (AKC) to return the Breeder as sole owner of the dog in the event the dog is returned.
Failure to follow these requirements stated in the contract will entitle the breeder to a monetary fine in the amount of $1500.00, paid by buyer, as a result of breach of contract. The buyer will pay breeder’s reasonable attorney’s fees for recovery of the dog or collection of the fine. Additionally, rights and ownership of the dog will automatically terminate and revert back to breeder who may immediately assume possession of the dog.

This health warranty/contract is void if ANY part of this contract is breached by the buyer.
Buyer agrees that he/she understands this contract fully, and that the contract is under the jurisdiction of the state of Wyoming and the county of Washakie. It is agreed that the place of venue shall be in Washakie County, Wyoming.
Guarantee must be signed and returned to Breeder.
