Old Business:
Perfect Golf :  The Representatives were in agreement that they like the use of Perfect Golf.  Not all the Reps have access to the site as an associate and would like to added as users.  They include, Claire Baragona, Cynthia Choate and Dena Knox.  JoAnne Oliver stated that she and Mindy Hawkins will not represent SBR next season, so Jeanne Osterlund and Mary Drake will also need access to the site.  It was agreed that Reps need to instruct some of their members how to use the site.
Cancellations were also discussed, many events had many changes.  It was discussed and decided not to allow registration for a tournament until 2 months prior, and no refunds allowed after the date registration closes.  
Lynne Lombard brought up the difficulty Kachina had with El Conquistador and Sewailo.  Both had Golf Pro’s who did not work on Monday and the staff remaining could not use Golf Genius.  Lana Archer did everything for Sewailo, and Sandra Murray assisted the Asst Pro at El Con.  The cards were not even completed prior to the tournament.
It was decided that Lynne Lombard will continue to send out the reminder to registrants and reps, a week prior to a closing date.  And this duty will be formally added in the by-laws.
Dena Knox made a motion to approve these changes, Cynthia Choate provided the second.  All approved.
Membership:  Jane Armstrong stated that Kachina Dolls is still in need on one more club.  Canoa Ranch wanted to join, but withdrew because they did not want to play with members from other clubs.  Lynne Lombard said she extended an invitation to Tubac, Joann Black and Nobi Pyle are reaching out to TCC, and Dena Knox suggested San Ignacio, but is not certain they qualify.  
Bylaws:  The approval of the Bylaws was postponed from November until today.  Dena Knox made a motion to approve, Nobi Pyle provided the second.  The vote was unanimous.  
New Business:
Winter Shotgun:  Jane Anderson brought up the topic of winter 8:00 shotguns as Quarry Pines in January had a frost delay.  There was a lot of discussion why we have to start early, but the consensus was to try to start at 9 a.m. in the winter months.  Cynthia Choate stated that she may be able to schedule Skyline at 10 as they are closed on that day.
