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Question of: Yemen

Alarmed by an average of 130 civilians in Yemen are killed in each day due to violence alone

Baring in mind that there are serval terriost organizations at work in the area

Deeply concerned that over 3.3 million people in Yemen are without proper nourishment and a further 17 million people are at risk of this

Deeply concerned the ongoing cholera out break in Yemen causing over 500 new cases 



1) Calls For the creation of a new UN-sub body United Nations Save Yemen (UNSY) to  work in conjunction with the UNHCR and relevant NGO’s to carry out actions such as but not limited to;
a) Delivering vital humanitarian aid to people in need in Yemen 

2) Urges The United Arabs Emirates to partially lift their blockade Yemen and a cease fire to be called on all sides to allow the aforementioned humanitarian aid to pass through for at least 30 connective days

3) Calls Upon all member nations involved in the conflict to carry out actions until a peace treaty can be reached in their respective areas of control such as but not limited to;
a) Providing Basic shelter to civilians 
b) Providing Food, Water and sanitary products 
c) Allowing further external humanitarian aid to reach these civilians
d)  Set up safe zones around civilian areas
e) Co-operate with the UNSY and the UNHCR to assist in providing the aforementioned humanitarian aid
f) Provide Protection to aid works from terror organizations 

4) Further Calls For A conference to be held with representatives form all member nations involved to discuss items such as but not limited to;
a) How a peace treaty can be brokered between all sides
b) How active terror organizations in the region can be dealt with effectively 
c) The Best long term solution for Yemen as a whole

5) Recommends that educational workshops to be set up in civilian safe zones  to educate the Yemeni people on skills they can use when they are able to leave said safe zones
