Policy Highlight...
OUTSIDE PLAY

All classrooms will have scheduled daily outside time. Each class have a minimum of two opportunities for outdoor
play and length of outdoor per class is listed below.

- Infants An amount of time as tolerated by an infant birth through 12 months of age

- Toddlers/ Twos A minimum of 60 total minutes daily for an infant 13 months through 17 months of age, a
toddler, or a pre-kindergarten age child

- Preschool/ Afterschool A minimum of 90 minutes for pre-kindergarten age children

Indoor and outdoor active and quiet play, which must include moderate to vigorous active play for toddlers and
preschool classrooms daily. In the event weather does not permit outdoor play (rain, ozone alert, etc.), classes
will follow inclement weather activities to encourage large gross motor movement. Classes will go outside
between the temperatures of 37- and 95-degrees Fahrenheit. Inclement weather activities will be followed if
temperatures are below or above the stated degrees.

If you wish for your child to have bug repellent or suntan lotion applied, please request a permission form. Parents will
be responsible for purchasing and labeling the items.
