David the Shepherd
The  first role of David is that 
of the shepherd boy who has 
the task of tending the sheep 
of his father Jesse.  It is this 
David that Samuel the 
prophet comes to and anoints 
as the future king of all Israel 
in the wake of King Saul



David the Son in law

The second David is 
that of the “Hero of 

Elah” and warrior for 
Israel while at the same 
time being the Psalmist 
that soothes the spirit 

of the king



David & Judah
David flees from 
King Saul and is 

eventually embraced 
by the two southern 
tribes of the south, 

Judah.



King of Israel
David would eventually 

emerge as the king of 
all twelve tribes of 
Judah.  As such, he 

would make Jerusalem 
his capital and extend 
the borders of Israel



Bathsheba
David at the height of 

his power and 
popularity becomes 

entangled in a 
relationship with 

Bathsheba



Absalom
In the latter years of 

David his is 
challenged by his son 

Absalom for the 
throne.  David 

defeats the uprising 
and his son in the 

process



The Psalmist
It is in the latter 

years of David’s life 
that he reflects upon 
where the Lord has 

brought him from.  It 
is in this capacity 

that he writes much 
of the material that 
we find in Psalms
