During the banking crisis of 2008, I was involved in a Volusia County Foreclosure Case where the Assignments of Mortgage were Forgeries.  I did research using opensource, publicly available data, Clerk of Court Recording records, and I compiled a report of several thousand forged Mortgage Assignments.  I hired an expert witness, Lynn Szymoniak, who had also discovered the same criminal practices and patterns. Her Expert Witness Affidavit can be read in my Volusia Case 2009 34809 CICI at Docket 47.   Lynn went on to become the DOJ Whistleblower for the National Mortgage Foreclosure Settlement Cases where 5 banks paid the US Government $25 Billion - Deutsche Bank paid $3.1 Billion. 2: Volusia County : Sotolongo Mortgage Fraud Case, Mortgage Broker, Title Agent Sentenced to prison In Multi-Million Dollar Fraud Scheme
$15.7Million in Restitution - Jim Soltolongo 8 years in Prison, Title Agent Stephanie Musselwhite 5 years in prison , and Mortgage Broker Chris Mencis 2 years in prison

While I was not the original source, I was a witness for the FBI. I met with local Daytona  FBI Agent Brown, and delivered documents that helped move the case forward including detailed information on one of the 70 properties and, I raised accusations of election fraud see:  waverly-media-mortgage-fraud-ring-tied -to election  The mortgage fraud was successful due to Title fraud by  Stephanie Musselwhite of Orlando Title & Abstract. She was sentenced to 5 years in prison. Ramara Garrett, the Realtor for as many as 70 of the fraudulent transactions, was Soltolongo’s girlfriend and became pregnant with his child during the trial. Her Company Waverly Media, and magazine Floridian View was accused of election fraud, politically connected, and she received no jail time.  Sotolongo got 8 years in prison.

3: Volusia County: The Richard Zahn Bribery Case
52 Count Indictment in South Carolina 5 years’ probation for Richard Zahn Richard Pinson sentenced to 5 years prison Conspiracy to Commit Racketeering
I went to Daytona FBI Agent Brown with a several hundred page report with accusations of bribery involving Richard Zahn. While I was correct that he was bribing public officials, the FBI,  at that time, did not tell me he was already caught on wiretaps for bribery and was a cooperating informant in South Carolina and Atlanta.

My company Sullivan Condo LLC purchased a vacation property from an entity owned by Stacy Gillespie. When I received the deed, it had been backdated by almost a year, and the requisite doc stamps were not paid. After doing an investigation using public records and opensource websites I found there were up to 60 victims of similar fraud, and I wrote a report and Criminal witness affidavit for Detective Ray Brown and District attorney Charles Murphy resulting in the arrest and conviction of Stacy Gillespie. 
The allegations in my criminal complaint included Notary fraud 
Organized scheme to defraud (the first page of the Deed was switched before recording in Colorado), Failure to join real parties in interest and indispensable parties, Unjust Enrichment, Deceptive Advertising Fraud ,Failure to disclose ostensible partnership, RICO mail fraud Colorado (US Mail Federal), Transfer tax fraud – Colorado, It was mailed for recording in Eagle County Co so we have Federal RICO and mail fraud for mail over interstate lines, Fraud using Public records – Tennessee – Colorado, Tortious Interference – Florida, Tennessee §47-18-101 et seq. Tennessee Consumer Protection Act of 1977, FUDUPTA Florida Unfair and Deceptive Trade Practice act
