ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 

Supervises staff to include prioritizing and assigning work; conducting performance 
evaluations; ensuring staff are trained; ensuring that employees follow policies and 
procedures; maintaining a healthy and safe working environment; and making hiring, 
termination, and disciplinary recommendations; 
 
Responds to and mitigates all types of fires and other emergencies; extinguishes fires and 
performs related life and property protection; provides emergency medical care at a basic 
and advanced life support level; serves in a command role at emergency and non-
emergency scenes; 
Participates in training opportunities and physical fitness activities; 

Prepares, reviews, and maintains a variety of paperwork, reports, and documents to ensure 
accuracy and completeness of information; 
Conducts pre-fire plan surveys to prepare and orient crew members of risk factors 
associated with commercial structures that pose a unique danger to firefighting crews; 

Participates in training and continuing education initiatives and opportunities; 
Ensures the proper condition, maintenance, and appearance of apparatus and equipment; 
prepares apparatus for immediate response; 
Drives emergency vehicles and operates related apparatus in order to respond to 
emergency calls and scenes when needed; 
Participates in the daily functions of the fire station, which may include: housekeeping, 
cooking, making crew assignments, and/or performing other related duties as directed. 
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Position may be assigned to the Training Section: 
Manages a comprehensive department-wide training program, which includes 
determining appropriate courses, texts, materials, and instructors. Programs 
include fire, emergency medical services, fire officer, special operations, and 
hazardous materials topics. Provides course instruction, as needed, for all 
training courses. Responds as needed to emergency incidents.
