2026 Corvette Stars & Steel Special Edition

Chevrolet has unveiled the Stars & Steel Collection, celebrating the 250* anniversary of the United States
with a series of upgraded model variants that double down on the patriotism. Among them is the 2026

Corvette Stars & Steel Limited Edition, which adds patriotic design elements to the exterior and interior

General Motors will produce just 250 units of the new 2026 Corvette Stars & Steel Limited Edition, giving
a nod to the semiquincentennial anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Independence. Unlike oth-
er models in the collection, the Corvette Stars & Steel will be capped at 250 units total, with each exam-

ple bearing an interior plaque displaying the individual build sequence number.

Chevrolet plans to make the Stars & Steel Limited Edition upgrade available across the entire C8 Cor-
yette range. from the C8 Stingray all the way up to the new C8 ZR|X. Each model variant will be
equipped the same upgrades, plus a few unique accessories depending on the variant in question. Buyers
will also be able to choose from either the coupe or convertible body style, although availability is restrict-

€d to the range-topping 3LT and 3LZ trim levels

Two exterior and interior color combinations will be offered. Customers can select Arctic Vhite paired
with a Santorini Blue interior, or Black paired with an Adrenaline Red interior. Both configurations are
accented by full-length American flag-inspired stripes finished in either Satin Silver or Satin Black. Addition-
al "250" flag graphics are applied to the doors, with matching graphics extending to the spoiler end plates

on properly equipped models.

Inside, the Stars & Steel Limited Edition get red seat belts and floor mats with red stitching. The
brake calipers are also finished in Edge Red, while certain models will also get an Edge Red en-
gine cover.

Wheel options vary depending on the specific Corvette model, with finishes including Black Gloss
and Carbon Flash, as well as available carbon fiber wheels on higher-performance vanants. Black
exhaust tips round out the exterior enhancements. Pricing details have yet to be released.
