April Presidents Message 
 
Hi everybody, 
 
I just got word that Bowling Green has signed a deal with Bob Lazar to purchase 
his C4 Corvette that he has converted to run on hydrogen.  Bob is the owner of 
United Nuclear Scientific and Switch2Hydrogen and has been retained by Bowling 
Green to develop the “Hydroray” due to be released in 2027. 
   

 
Bob Lazar’s hydrogen powered C4 
 
The Hydroray will share much of the 
same technology as Corvettes current 
Eray including the 4-wheel drive power 
train.  Due to the weight savings by 
omitting the battery the Hydroray is 
expected to achieve top speeds of 186 
miles per hour.   Torque is expected to 
be an amazing 547-foot pounds while 
the total power output will be expected 

to top 600 horsepower.  Use of newly developed fuel cells capable of storing liquid 
hydrogen will enable the new Hydroray to achieve a respectable 250 to 300 miles 
range between fill ups.  
 
 As an additional bonus, exhaust vapors can be converted to distilled water for 
other uses.  GM intends to include it’s soon to be patented water vapor cooling 
system to ensure drivers have a continuous source of drinking water at all times.  
Imagine pulling up to the show and shine and having a source of fresh distilled 
water to rinse off your ride.  No need to worry about harsh minerals leaving 
blemishes on your paint.  With distilled water a perfect shine is achieved every 
time.  Never worry about running out of windshield washer fluid again either.  On 
top of this a special water line will run through the engine block as a way to heat 
water.  Imagine hot coffee from your Krupps machine at the next “Cars and 
Coffee” or maybe some Top Ramen is more to your liking.   Road trips will never 
be the same.    
 
Plans are also in the works to add this hydrogen technology to some of the other 
Corvette platforms.  The “Hydro-Z” and “Hydro R” are currently being designed 
although these models may forgo the distilled water options.  Potential color 
options on the Hydroray may include selections like Rocket Fuel Yellow or 
Zeppelin Silver.  Maybe Hydroray in Blue is more to your liking. No matter what 
color you choose its sure to be a winner.   In addition to new colors, factory 
options including a Torch Red with “Flames” package is in the works.  Don’t get 
left behind at the charging station, stay hydrated.
