CASTING: Students and parents, please understand that every part in the show is important. Not 
everyone will be cast in a lead role, but all parts are crucial to putting on the best show we can! Any of 
the students can audition for any part, but ultimately the part will go to the student who fits It best. 
The directors have the right to double cast roles, meaning your child may not play the same character 
for every performance. Students and parents will be made aware of the performance schedule as we 
have the information.
