​✅  1. Original Driver’s Permit​
​You must bring your original permit — no copies or digital​
​photos will be accepted by the MVC.​

​The permit must be valid, have the metallic sticker on the back,​
​and be in good condition (no tears, damage, or fading).​

​✅  2. 6 Points of ID​
​You are required to present documents that total 6 points of​
​identification.​

​Acceptable documents include a combination of primary,​
​secondary, and proof of address items.​

​✅  3. Glasses or Contact Lenses (if applicable)​
​If you require glasses or contacts for driving, you must bring​
​and wear them during the test.​
