Later, one of the prayer ministers read a
scripture about Jesus’s yoke being light.
| returned to the vision and traded my
heavy yoke for his light one. As we contin-
ued to pray about the vision, | shared the
difficulty | have with a couple of subor-
dinates. At some point, | was asked if
anything was on my mind. | responded
with the song Holy Water by We the King-
dom.

One of the phrases is about sweet honey
on my lips. As we continued to talk, |
thought about how | had stopped greet-
ing and being friendly to one of the indi-
viduals. | realized that this was out of
character for me. Friend, stranger, or
adversary | always greet people. He was
creating stress by getting in my head and
changing me.

Now | know that Jesus is with me at work
and that He wants there to be sweet
honey coming from my lips as well as His
honey coming in. | look forward to seeing
the surprise on the employee’s face when
he hears Jesus in my voice as | greet him
Monday morning.

I will never look at that chair the same
way. | will always see Him sitting there.
