I was in Frannie’s House, a 6 - month 
recovery program and was first 
introduced to Listen Love Pray at a 
healing service at Difference Maker’s 
Church.  My goal going into the prayer 
time was to “channel God” but I just 
could not be still. 

A few months later I found out about 
individual healing prayer sessions and 
quickly made an appointment.  I had 
graduated from Frannie’s house and 
although I had my addiction under 
control, I felt I was still falling into 
certain behavioral habits and patterns 
that I wanted to be free from.   

I met with 2 healing prayer ministers 
and after talking we turned on soaking 
music and all of a sudden I became 
still, which has never happened with 
me before. 

I saw Jesus and he was with my 
childhood self at a really critical time.  
He had a shining light behind him.  His 
arms were wide open and he 
embraced me in a hug.  In the past I 
struggled with self harm and he 
showed me a vision of Him covering 
my self harm scars and saying, “I’ve 
been here the whole time and I am 
sorry you went through this but I was 
always here with you.”   

The prayer ministers taught me 
specific prayers for different areas  of 
my healing.  We prayed to release 
certain habits.  

 

Distractions                             
was the topic of my devotional 
time. Oh, how I related to Martha 
in the story of Luke 10: 38 - 42. 
Busy with so many things… Oh, 
how I long to relate  to Mary. 
Sitting at Jesus’ feet and 
listening to his words. “Few 
things are needed- indeed only 
one.” Through these words I 
hear His voice. He tells me to 
make time to listen and to just be 
with Him. 

Part of my job at Listen Love 
Pray is to schedule and 
coordinate the healing prayer 
appointments. The stillness in a 
healing prayer session allows 
the recipient to just be with 
Jesus. If you feel a longing for 
time to spend in the presence of 
the Savior, consider contacting 
me to schedule your own 
condifential, private prayer 
apponintment.

What is a healing prayer service? 
Healing prayer services are times of peace and restoration. The atmosphere is more quiet 
than a Sunday morning worship service, with plenty of time to step away from the world’s 
distractions and drop the burdens of life at Jesus’ feet.  No matter your past or the state 
of your relationship with God, the words of Matthew 17:20 still speak truth: “if you have 
faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ 
and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you.” 

People of all ages come to Listen Love Pray healing services.  Many times there is nursery 
care for small children.  Each service begins at 7 pm with no set ending time.  Folks may 
leave whenever they feel like they have received what they need from God.  A short 
message helps direct thoughts toward Jesus.  Then, quiet “soaking” music starts and 
prayer ministers circulate through the room.  Sometimes we just pray silently.  When there 
is a specific prayer request, the ministers will pray with you for whatever is on your heart.   

God always shows up with his healing love and in His mercy and grace, we move into His 
healing embrace.  Praise be to God!  To Him be the glory.  If you find peace from attending 
a healing prayer service, come as often as you like.  God’s love and healing are unlimited. 

 

Private Healing prayer appointments are confidential times to 
receive personal prayer with a team of 2 or 3 trained healing 
prayer ministers.  Sessions last approximately one hour. The 
team will listen to your story, ask some follow-up questions 
and then pray as they feel led by Holy  Spirit.  The Lord is 
always working for good in the recipient’s life.  We have 
prayed with hundreds of people and have seen miracles 
happen. 

Healing prayer is appropriate for physical, mental, and 
spiritual problems, as well as for addictions of all types.  The 
first step is to contact judylistenlovepray@gmail.com or 
Lucinda@listenlovepray.org.  Appointments are offered 6 
days per week so there is always a time that fits your 
schedule.  You will receive a personal information form to 
complete.  Most of the appointmements are held at New 
Beginning Nazarene Church in Mt Airy, MD.  There is never 
a fee for healing prayer.
