PARKING WILL BE IN THE LOT OFF KINGS CANYON, NORTH OF THE INDUSTRY AND COMMERCE BUILDING.  
1.      Due to Covid 19 restrictions, exhibiters will not be allowed to set up in the building, they will be required to crate at their vehicles until their turn in the ring.

2.
Exhibiters will be required to park 6 feet from each other, and otherwise maintain the 6 foot distancing required under the COVID guidelines.

3.
Under the Covid 19 restrictions for this trial no more than 10 exhibiters will  be allowed in the building for judging. Five teams per ring. One team in the ring and 4 outside, spread 6 feet apart. 

4.
Exhibiters and their dogs will be required to leave the building after their judging is done. No  new teams will be allowed into the building until the previous team has left. 

5.
Exhibiters will be required to maintain social distancing both inside and outside the building.  

6..
Exhibiters are required to wear CDC approved face masks or shields. Specific information is attached to the COVID 19 Rules for this event.

7.
Exhibiters will be required to maintain social distancing both inside and outside the building.  

8.
Exhibiters are required to have their temperatures checked by application of a forehead thermometer, if their temperature is 100 degrees or more, they will be required to leave the area. If they test normal, exhibiters will be given a wrist ban.

FEMALES IN SEASON: The Club will allow an exhibitor whose female comes in season to withdraw from the trial, provided the owner presents

          the request  in writing to the Trial Secretary, at least 30 minutes before the trial begins (documentation needed- your word) No processing fee. 
5.
Consult judging program for time of judging - DOGS MUST BE READY FOR JUDGING.  Owners or their agents alone are responsible for the timely presence of their dogs in the judging ring. Owners/agents must keep in touch with the traffic coordinator (see separate Covid restrictions) by phone or text to know when they need to line up for their ring time.

Dogs can only be present only for scheduled judging.  Dogs must leave the building when no longer needed for judging.

7.      In case of a tie score, any dog not present for the run-off forfeits its right to any prize.

8. 
Trophy winners must be present to accept their award or have someone appointed to accept for them.  No trophies will be mailed or delivered.

Due to Covid 19 restrictions, trophies will not be distributed in the ring, each exhibitor will receive a card with his team number and ranking. The exhibiter exchanges that card for their ribbon and trophy at the trophy table.
10.     Entry fees will not be refunded in the event a dog is absent, disqualified, sick, lame, excused by the judge or veterinarian, barred from competition by action of the Trial Committee or because it is ineligible to compete due to being incorrectly entered.

12.      Dogs will be judged in catalog order.  Any deviation from this rule requires

          prior clearance from the judge.
