Finally, on the third day, the sweet sound of music was heard 
all through the valley.  People dropped everything they were doing and 
ran to the cathedral.  When the old man was done playing, the sexton 
asked why it was that he was able to fix the organ after so many others 
had failed.  The old man replied: “I am the one who built the organ—
and I am the only one who can fix it.”
