Pastor’s Meditation

Take a Vacation

“And this is eternal life, that they know you, the only true God, and
Jesus Christ whom you have sent” (John 17:3)

School is out! Summer is here! Like households around the nation,
families at St. Paul have destinations scheduled for national parks,
beaches and sunshine, shopping, sports, and other adventures to forge
new memories.

You deserve a vacation! But don’t take a break from God’s Word,
confession/absolution, or the Sacraments of Christ’s Church! Time
away is needed, but the greatest gift a parent can give to their children
is the example of love and obedience to God. Our sons, daughters, and
grandchildren need to see godly precepts lived out each day in our
words and choices, since we are their first spiritual teachers and
advisors.

Did you realize, a child who has been prayed over and taught God’s
ways is more likely to see the world from a biblical perspective? On the
other hand, youngsters who get a green light from parents to “take a
break” from God typically see life through the lens of secular culture.
Sending a child into the world without a biblical foundation is like
throwing him/her into a lion’s den without weapons or armor. Since
children cannot discern truth from error, parents must guard young
minds against the world’s onslaught until they are ready to take over the
challenge themselves.

The training of children is carried out through the daily activities of life. Use every opportunity to
teach them about the Lord and His Word and show them what a righteous life looks like by living one.
In other words, be the kind of believer that you hope your child will become.

Memories from family vacations are very important, but of greater value is the transfer of a spiritual
legacy.

Paul admired the faith heritage that was passed down to Timothy by his mother and grandmother.
Although Eunice and Lois could not bestow salvation on Timothy, they modeled their faith in God
and His Word. Timothy’s greatest inheritance was spiritual instruction and godly examples from these
influential women: “I am reminded of your sincere faith, a faith that dwelt first in your grandmother
Lois and your mother Eunice and now, I am sure, dwells in you as well. For this reason, I remind you
to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in you” (2 Timothy 1:5-6).

Mothers, fathers, and grandparents who desire to pass along a faith legacy will make plans for a super
vacation, but they won’t take a break from God and His Church throughout the entire months of June,
July, August.

Like Timothy’s mother and grandmother, let’s not settle for merely raising our children to adulthood.
Instead, our goal should be to become godly examples who inspire and teach them to love and follow
Jesus. So go ahead and take a vacation! You’ve earned it! But don’t take a vacation from church! I’ll
see you in church!

“There are three conversions necessary to every man: the head, the heart, and the purse.” Attributed
to Luther, though yet to be located in his vast writings, this statement echoes what Jesus taught about
hearts and treasures. He said, “For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.” (Matthew
6:21; Luke 12:34)

But which conversion comes first? I submit that the order is this: first the head, then the purse, then
the heart. Let’s explore this topic.

Our Lord Jesus Christ dwelt among us to save us. He took on our flesh, fulfilled the demands of the
law in our place, became sin for us, and suffered torture and death on our behalf. He did this in order
that we would be free from sin, death, and hell. He gives us what He accomplished through Baptism,
Absolution, and the Lord’s Supper. And so, He doesn’t just do it for us but gives it to us. He makes
what He did ours by making us His. Thus, we are called by His name: Christians. We have a new life
in Him.

Through the preaching of Law and Gospel, God grants us repentance, a changing of our minds. It is
a conversion of the mind. We are called to turn away from our sins and turn toward Him for for-
giveness, life, and salvation. For when God calls us away from something, He is, at the same time,
calling us to something.

And thus, He calls us to a new life, with new deeds. This is the conversion of the purse. Jesus said
that “it is easier for a camel to enter through the eye of a needle than for a rich person to enter the
kingdom of God.” (Matthew 19:24) “For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.” No-
tice that our hearts follow our treasures, not the other way around. As Christians, God calls us to in-
vest our treasures in His Kingdom to ensure that the gospel is preached and the sacraments are ad-
ministered. He calls us to share all good things with the one who teaches us the doctrines of Christ.
He calls us to be generous in giving to the church, for it is more blessed to give than to receive.

So where is your treasure? If it is not invested in the kingdom of God, then the only response is re-
pentance — a conversion of the heart — and to begin doing just that. And as our Lord promised, where
your treasure is there your heart will be also.

This is not to say that you earn your way into heaven. It is simply to say that as Christians, those who
have been made to be temples of the Holy Spirit, who have been given a new life in Christ, who are
dead to sin and now alive in Him, we are actually to live — think (conversion of the mind), do
(conversion of the purse), and be (conversion of the heart) — a new life in Him. And when you fail,
know that God in Christ loves and forgives you and still calls you away from that and to Himself.
